Engineer’s report: Village Engineer Kevin Heitz informed the Board that there is a meeting with NCICG in the next week regarding possible grant opportunities within the Village.  It will be attended by Trustee Gloria Alvarado, Engineer Heitz, and Mr. Kevin Lindeman and Ms. Nora Fesco, representing NCICG.

The ballfield at Neighbor’s Park is coming along slowly because of the weather, however, the Village has received most everything as a donation and has had very little out of pocket so far.  The Village may have to purchase some topsoil and seed.

Engineer Heitz stated that he is still trying to determine the water runoff issues on the Pocivasek property.   A camera may have to be used to determine the cause.

Engineer Heitz stated that he will get the remaining Fema Flood Inspections finished with his additional staffing and submit the paperwork to FEMA.  He would not expect that Fema would cancel the Flood Insurance, but they do want the Inspections finished soon.

Building/Zoning Officer, Tom Brown, presented the Board with information regarding the Village rating in the Fema Community rating system.  The village was at a 5 and is now at a 10; as of October 1, 2009. 
Everyone could now be increased by 5%; a $50 increase on their flood insurance. 
President’s Report: Village President Esmond stated that the Car Show and the Burgoo had a good turn out this year and they were both great events in the Village.

The trees are down in Neighbor’s Park, but the Village needs to rent a chipper to get rid of the brush.

Public comment: Mr. Tom Brown asked the Board when the Utica Fire Department can have their radio antenna installed on the top of the New Water Tower now that it has been accepted by the Village.  It was approved in 2008 that they could put it up when the Village took over the Tower.  Attorney Klein stated that we still need to have the Deed before they could be allowed to put it up and the contractor installing it will need to get their plans approved by the Public Works Director.  It was motioned to approve the Utica Fire Department to have their contractor install the Antenna; subject to approved plans and proof of insurance.  Motioned by Trustee Andrew Skoog, seconded by Trustee Kevin Stewart.
