Call to Order:  At 7:00 pm the Special Meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond. He then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur, Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart , Matt Jereb and Attorney Herb Klein, Zoning Enforcement Officer Tom Brown, Public Works Director Doug Jakse and Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.
Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado asked about the procedure for calling a Special Meeting.  Attorney Klein stated that a Special Meeting can be called in any emergency situation with 24 hours notice or whenever practical.  At a Special Meeting, only the items listed on the Agenda can be discussed and acted upon.  

Alvarado stated that a Special Meeting costs approx. $900 which is significantly higher than a regularly scheduled Committee of the Whole Meeting.

President Esmond stated that action can’t be taken in a Committee Meeting, only discussion and recommendations; no final action.  The reason for this meeting is that the awarded bid for the purchase of a new Maintenance Truck was no longer honored by J.P. Cheverolet  because they can no longer get the truck that they bid.  The original motion made at the November 11, 2009 board meeting was to purchase the truck from J.P. for a specific $$ amount.  A new motion must be made from the remaining bids to purchase a truck and that couldn’t be made at a Committee meeting.  Since the Board will be meeting again on December 09, 2009, the Committee meeting on December 22, 2009 can possibly be canceled to offset the cost of the Special Meeting.

Trustee Alvarado updated the Board regarding the Community Income Survey;  Alvarado’s are finished and Trustee M. Pawlak’s will be finished on Saturday.  Additional surveys will be sent out so that other areas and projects can be considered for grant application.
Finance Liaison: Trustee Matt Jereb recommended that the Tax Levy not be increased.  It will be on the Agenda for the December Village Board of Trustees Meeting for final approval.  The Village of North Utica is currently the 3rd lowest in the county. 
Clerk’s Report: 
It was motioned by Trustee K.Stewart, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to rescind the motion to purchase a Truck from J.P. Cheverolet.

Maintenance Department: Public Works Director Doug Jakse gave an update to the Board.  A Salt cover would be needed for protection of the winter road salt from rain and snow.

The Pocivasek Property needs to be televised.  Trustee R. Pawlak stated that this would be the responsibility of the property owner.  They can change the pipe at their expense or the Village can remove the pipe completely.

Holland property has a storm sewer issue.  The location needs the pipe repaired when weather allows.
Engineer’s Report: Update on Flood Inspections was given; a meeting will be scheduled with Tom Brown, Kevin Heitz and another assistant from Chamlin Engineering in the next week.

The soil has been paid for and we are just waiting on the weather to haul to the ball field.

The Chlorinator at the New Water Tower is a manual system; no automatic and will be removed when IDI builds.  

Generator – operation manuals will be given to Doug Jakse on the generators at the booster station and lift station for IDI.

Census maps – Gloria and Kevin will meet on Thursday regarding the maps.

Engineer Heitz will check into the aviation light on the New Water Tower.  It should be under warranty.
