Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz stated that he and Zoning Officer Tom Brown will be meeting with the affected property owners and submitting the paperwork soon for the Flood inspections.

Ball Field- the hauling of the soil will continue as the weather breaks.

IDOT- Trustee Alvarado and Engineer Heitz attended a meeting on December 3, 2009 regarding the tentative schedule for the IDOT/route 178 Project.  The resurfacing of the current road and the Bridge and ramps (over Hwy. 80) reconstruction will begin in spring 2010; the Route 128 reconstruction will not begin until 2011.  The Village will need to begin looking at existing water/sewer lines to determine what will need to be moved before construction and this would be at the cost of the Village.  We will also need to determine our interest in right of ways of property that will not be used in the construction project.  The streetscape enhancements, the ITEP grant would be tapped for these projects. Engineer Heitz will contact Teng to determine how things will work between Teng and IDOT.
President’s Report:  President Esmond asked the Board about selecting a date for the fireworks in 2010.  It was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to approve Sunday, July 4, 2010 for the Annual Fireworks Display Event.

Attorney’s Report: Attorney Klein presented a summary of the 12-03-09 Planning Commission Meeting.  Considerations for changes to the Zoning Ordinance are
 Vendors:  there is currently no provision for them to have a sign even with a paid Vendor permit.  A sandwich board will be considered.

Auction Signs:  our Ordinance doesn’t say anything regarding this issue.  Is it similar to a temporary event, real estate or garage sale sign and what size and time frames can be allowed? Also, can it be distinguished between commercial and residential? 

Confiscation of signs:  Issues with storage and disposal of confiscated signs and the applied time frame involved. 

Pool Permits:  currently there is nothing that requires a pool permit yet the Ordinance states that a fence must be located around a pool; Consideration of adding a Pool Permit and amending the fence requirements to include fences that surround pools.
Home Occupancy Permits:  these should be consistent with business licenses.  Also, should a sign be allowed with a home occupancy permit?

Fees:  The Planning Commission will not be addressing the fees associated with signs and permits as this is the responsibility of the Village Board.  Zoning Officer Tom Brown feels that the fees are too low with regard to the work involved with measuring setbacks for permits and paperwork for licenses.  Fees will be discussed by the Board at the next Committee of the Whole Meeting.
