Call to Order:  At 7:05 pm the meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was called to Order by President Fred Esmond.  He then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart and Matt Jereb.  Also present at the meeting were Attorney Herb Klein, Engineer Kevin Heitz and Zoning Enforcement Officer Tom Brown.
President Esmond then requested a moment of silence for Streator Mayor Ray Schmitt who passed away.
Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the February 10, 2010 Board meeting minutes.

Barb Koch, IVAC, addressed the Board regarding the Enterprise Zone / Pioneer Expansion plans.  The Expansion will include a $10 ½ million building with approximately $4 million in equipment and 10 new jobs.  Attorney Klein stated that Pioneer in not currently annexed in to either Utica or LaSalle and a new ordinance is needed to approve the Enterprise Zone.  It was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak to approve the Enterprise Zone and Ordinance 10-04.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado stated that Census surveys need to be turned in by residents.  It is important when the Village is applying for grants.

Appearance Request by Lori Munson:  Mrs. Munson addressed the Board about the property located at 122 Water St. and the possibility of rezoning the property from R-1 to Commercial for the purpose of opening a Victorian Resale Shop.  It currently has an accrued 39% flood damage which is cumulative to the property stated Zoning Enforcement Officer Brown.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to refer the matter to the Planning Commission for Public Hearing.

Discussion was also held regarding increasing fees for permits.  The Fee Ordinance would have to be amended.  It was discussed that an increased fee of $30 for such permits as signs, pools, fences, etc would be recommended.  Also, Brown stated that all items/variances needing to go to the Planning Commission for Public Hearing might be better served by the Clerk and the Building Inspector sending it directly to the Planning Commission rather than bringing it to the Board for the referral.  This would save time and allow the time needed to get things published.  Attorney Klein will prepare the changes for the next Board Meeting.

Brown also stated that 1 new building permit for construction has been issued each month.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog advised the Board of his recent meeting with the Little League Park Board.   It was motioned by Trustee Skoog , seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak to approve the purchase of materials for the Ball Field at a cost not to exceed $1200.

It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to approve the donation of up to $150 for the purpose of the gym rental/janitor for the Little League Camp.

Water/Sewer Liaison:  Trustee Ron Pawlak stated that the Village needs to invest in new meters and a hand held unit to address the issues with the current meter program.  Currently the handheld unit that the Village has is a Badger however it is over 10 years old and is obsolete with not parts readily available.  Pawlak also stated that Itron Meters are available in a package including a radio read hand held unit and compatible meters for approx. $34,700 for 100 units.  Pawlak stated that he would ask Public Works Director Doug Jakse and Certified Operator Jim Vohs to attend the next meeting to resolve and discuss the issue further.  
Grand Bear Lift Station Fencing would cost approximately $500 however additional measurements need to be taken when the weather clears.

The Lincoln Street Pump Station and the Grand Bear Lift Station can be put on an auto-dial system instead of the current alarm or red light systems that they currently possess.

Water / Sewer Rates:  Discussion was held about the interpretation of sewer rates on the newly revised rates in the water/sewer department.  Trustee R. Pawlak stated that the sewer rate, unlike the water rate, would be considered as a flat rate only.  There are no meters on sewer therefore the flat rate should be used.  Engineer Heitz stated that usually communities charge for water in and sewer out, by the gallons.  The Board will further discuss at the next Committee of the Whole meeting.

Regarding PQ water rates:  PQ Corporation has withdrawn their request for delayed payment and will pay the increased rates accordingly. 

Maintenance Dept.:  Public Works Director Doug Jakse was not present at the meeting, however President Esmond asked Engineer Heitz for an update on the Municipal Well Radium Project. The test results are not back yet, and hopefully we will see something in the next couple of weeks, stated Heitz.  Also, the samples take approx. 1 month to test and get the results.  

NCICG Appearance Request:  Absent

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Kevin Heitz advised the Board that no water lines will need to be relocated until the construction on the new Rt. 178.  The next meeting of the Teng & the Village Board will be held on 3-24-10 at the Village Hall at 11:00 am.  Trustee Skoog then stated that the Businesses will be having a meeting on 3-22-10 to talk about the streetscape and the downtown business district. 

Regarding the Right of Way properties, Heitz will have more information after the Teng meeting.  The Planning Commission would like to be involved in the discussion about the streetscape; they will be invited to the Teng meeting. 

Canal Dredging – The plan for the dredging will be from the ball field west past the R/R Tressell.  Then the bank on the north side will be rebuilt to fix the breach.  President Esmond stated that volunteers are needed to clean a large area.

Heitz will have bids ready for televising the water lines at the next Board Meeting. 

Clark Creek Flooding- numbers are still be refined and then we have to see what process can be used to address the issues. Heitz will prepare an exhibit for the next meeting.

President’s Report:  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to approve the Radio Ad for St. Baldrick’s Event for $80.

Further discussion was held regarding a new sign for the Village Hall.  The cost of the sign from Designs and Signs by Anderson is $27,998.  It will have a 25 mm LED screen for messages to display events and meetings, etc. Trustee Alvarado stated that the meters should be a priority for the Village.  President Esmond stated that the Pillow Tax would be used to pay for the sign.  It is 6 years old and looking worn and still says “New” Village Hall.  The Building is 6 years old and paid off, so it is time for a new sign.  Trustee Stewart stated that we need to have a decent sign advertising the Village Hall and Police Dept. 

Tom Brown asked about a Flag Pole and President Esmond stated that a Flag Pole would cost approx. $1500, but the Utica American Legion may take care of that for the Village.

Other estimates came in from P&D Signs and Turn Roth Signs.  The estimate from Designs & Signs, along with the style and size of the sign and LED Screen would fit the needs of the Village best.

It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to purchase the new sign for the Village Hall and Police Dept. at a cost not to exceed $27,998.

Attorney Klein will prepare the changes and have the Ordinance ready for the next Board Meeting.
Discussion was held regarding the Intergovernmental agreement between the Village and the Township for the cost of the Bridge on E. 9th Rd. and the annexation of such by the year 2019.

It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve Ordinance 10-05.  The Village will pay the Township $5,000 beginning on or before August 1, 2010, for 3 years consecutively.  If the Bridge is not annexed by 2019, the Township will pay the Village back in full, including the original amount of $5,200.
