Park & Recreation Liaison:


Trustee Skoog stated that the new ballfield is coming along and when the weather breaks they will be hauling more black dirt and then seeding.

Water & Sewer Liaison:


Trustee R. Pawlak stated that the Village will begin to enforce its Ordinance regarding procedures for collection of delinquent water/sewer bills.  Attorney Klein will change the language in the current Ordinance to reflect the discussion by the Board.  The possibility of appealing the delinquency and charges will no longer be an option and a reconnect fee and interest on all payment plans entered into will be charged.  The amended Ordinance will be considered at the June 9, 2010 meeting.
The invoice from Utility Co. regarding pipe that was only received as a partial order was discussed; the company has reduced the amount of the bill further to reflect charges for only 1 ½ pallets of the pipe at a cost of $3,849.75.  Motion was made by Trustee R. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve paying the invoice in the amount of $3,849.75.

Discussion was held regarding the billing of the property located at 304 Clark St.  The property is zoned Commercial and contained a business at one time.  At this time the property is utilized only as a residential property therefore the billing of the water/sewer will remain residential.  All commercial past due charges will be removed from the account and it will be billed as residential until such time as it becomes a property containing a commercial business.

Renz/Marzetta – the drain tile near the front and in between both properties was broken by Comcast when they were putting in their lines.  The cost estimate to repair the resulting water runoff issue is $2,850.  Village President Esmond will speak with the homeowners about the charges and ask them if they are willing to contribute toward the repairs.  When the Village finds out how much the balance of the charges will be, it will be considered for approval.

Maintenance:


Public Works Director Doug Jakse presented an update of the Maintenance Dept.  

The Illinois Dept. of Labor visited the Village and the Maintenance Dept. had a couple of minor violations.  Doug has completed a Hazard Assessment Plan and submitted it to them; now the dept. is in compliance.

Meters –discussion was held regarding a plan for meter installation for commercial businesses in the Village.  The meters should arrive in June.  Estimates will be presented at the next Committee meeting and a list of commercial accounts will be gathered.  

Municipal Well – they are looking at removing their equipment so the Village will have to consider leasing the equipment temporarily.  The final results are not in year but should be within the next few weeks.  Engineer Heitz will contact Municipal Well to inquire about the cost and potential time frame.

It was motioned by Trustee R. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the installation of a new alarm system for the Lincoln St. and Grand Bear Pump Stations at a cost not to excee $1,000.

Update on the sign inventory – he called the County and was told that they have the entire sign inventory and an associated street map.
Update on Road Patching – still working on the road patching of Village roads.

Jakse asked the Board about mowing State Property because it gets over grown and the State doesn’t regularly keep it mowed.  The Board advised Doug to mow only when it’s high – approximately once every 3 -4 weeks.

Doug will get estimates for tree trimming in the Village.

Trustee Alvarado asked Doug if he could look into repairing the broken guard rail on the bridge on Grove St.  He replied that he will get some estimates for the next Committee Meeting.

President Esmond then stated that the Grand Bear Lift Station could use a more permanent fence; something Vinyl that would fit the landscape of the resort a little better.  Doug will get estimates for the next meeting.

Engineer’s Report:


Update on IDOT /Teng Rt. 178 Road Project – IDOT is planning on getting bids on the new construction in November 2010.  Engineer Heitz submitted paperwork regarding existing and future water main locations. The Village will be responsible for some of the associated cost and design.  Teng is working on plans for project.  Phase 1 will contain items such as lights, curbs for planters, sidewalks and street crosswalks.  Phase 2 will contain more of the beautification items such as benches, fence, trees and other landscape items.  Heitz asked the Board which option they would like submitted.  Option #1 contains all lighting but few fence railings, etc. at a cost of $865,403.00.  Option #2 contains no lights, but all fence railings surrounding the planters at a cost of $918,940.00.  The Board advised Kevin that they agree Option #1 would be a better choice for the Village; he will submit this option.

Heitz then stated that a Village resident has been contacted by IDOT and advised that the State would be buying their garage and having it demolished because it will be in the path of the new road.  The Guerrero property on Church Street would like to rebuild a garage and would like the Board to approve a driveway accessing right off of the new Rt. 178.   The Board would like the driveway to be accessed from Church St. instead.  If it would be on Rt. 178, it may create a problem with oncoming traffic when backing out.  Kevin will advise IDOT that the Board would rather have the driveway off of Church St, however it is ultimately an IDOT decision.
It was then motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak to authorize the Engineer to get estimates for the curbing around the new Village Hall sign at a cost not to exceed $2,000.

Heitz is reviewing an earlier study for the Clark Creek Run storm drainage project. He will then present to the Board for consideration and submit to NCICG for grant application.

He is also contacting a resident in the Village to discuss depositing the spoils from the Canal Dredging project on their property.  He will advise the Board at the next meeting.

The bids for the proposed sewer line televising and cleaning will be accepted at the Village Hall no later than May 25, 2010 and opened at 10:00 am.

Attorney’s Report:  


Attorney Klein presented a summary of the May 12, 2010 Planning Commission Meeting and Public Hearing regarding the Petition of Mr. Steve Sorenson for the purpose of building a detached garage on his property at 401 Esmond Dr.   The garage would be 1080 sq. feet.  Currently the Ordinance allows a total square footage of 1200 for all garages on a property.  He already has an 840 sq. ft. garage attached to his home.  The exterior of the garage will be similar to his home and the driveway to access the garage will be on the side of the home.  There will be a double garage door and a single garage door on the front.  The sizes would be 

18 x 9 and 9 x 9 respectively.  There would also be a 7 x 8 door on the north side.  He has already met with Building Inspector Tom Brown to assess the correct setbacks on the property. 
The Planning Commission voted 4 to 1 in favor and recommended the variance for approval. 

Heitz explained that it would sit on a lot that is larger than typical.
