Engineer’s Report:  Municipal Well update- Ted Powell/ ATS should have the final results on the testing of the Well within 2 weeks.  He will provide the results as well as his recommendations and a report to the Board at that time.  Engineer Heitz stated that we are looking into leasing the equipment for up to a year and we will probably have to take quarterly tests.  After 1 year, the Village can begin looking at a permanent fix.  
IDOT – The new driveway for the Guerrero property will connect directly to the new Rt. 178; IDOT maintains that they have people backing onto this type of road in other areas and it has not posed a problem so they feel they don’t have a reason to deny the request of the property owners.  

For the Dettore property, the garage is being taken by Eminent Domain and they will require a variance to construct a new garage.   The Village may want to consider an Ordinance that will allow the construction of the garage in the cases of Eminent Domain so that a variance would not be needed.  This will be an item on the Agenda for the July Planning Commission Meeting.  
Teng- has submitted Lighting plans to Springfield.

Canal Corridor- Engineer Heitz is still trying to locate a resident to talk about depositing the dredge spoils on their property.  President Esmond will also try to contact the resident.

 Clark Creek- Engineer Heitz will need to draft the maps and send to NCICG; then the Grant could be applied for.

Sign- the curb is in at a cost of $1,350.   It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to approve the stamped concrete at a cost not to exceed $1,750.
