At 7:05 pm the Meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was called to Order by Village President Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart and Matt Jereb.

Also present at the meeting were Village Attorney Klein, Engineer Heitz and Building Inspector Brown. 

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to approve the minutes of the June 9, 2010 meeting.

Appearance Request:  Mrs. Paula Guttilla addressed the Board of Trustees regarding the CTM brochure distributions and the Illinois Attractions website which advertises Utica at no cost to the Village.  Also, Utica has a fan page on Facebook that currently has 1100 fans.  This site is used to post 3 – 5 items/events per day that are related to things happening in Utica.  Some of the events included in the past have been the Veteran’s Day Parade and the Garden Walk.

Governmental Affairs:  Trustee Alvarado stated that for the time being the Landscaping at the Entry Signs would have to wait until some of the summer heat passes.  Tom Guttilla, asked if

the sign on Richard Hallet Road will be lowered.  Clerk Gbur stated that she had spoken to Public Works Director Jakse and he intends to lower the sign by approximately 3 feet.  President Esmond asked who would be responsible for the Maintenance of the landscaping at the signs.  The Garden Club will make the plantings as maintenance free as possible.  Esmond stated that they do a great job with all of the areas that they landscape and plant in the Village, including the planters.

Trustee Alvardo then addressed the Board regarding the request from the LaSalle County Historical Society for funding toward the annual Burgoo Festival.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to make a donation in the amount of $4,000 to the LaSalle County Historical Society toward expenses for the Burgoo Festival being held on October 10, 2010.

Trustee M. Pawlak then addressed the Board regarding the request by Kiwanis for their Peanut Day to be held on 9-3-10 and 9-4-10 on the corners of Rt. 6 and Rt. 178.  After much discussion about the traffic and the possibility of the traffic being backed up on a Holiday weekend and safety concerns it was decided to table the item until the Clerk could contact them and ask them to review their request and possibly change the times or dates.  It was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Stewart to table the item until further information is available.

Water & Sewer:  Trustee R. Pawlak provided an update on the meter installation for Commercial Meters and the status of the project.  He stated that additional meters are needed in larger sizes as well as pit meters for those that would be down in a pit and /or exposed to water.  The additional cost could be up to approximately $12,500.  It was motioned by Trustee R. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the purchase of additional meters at a cost not to exceed $12,500.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Doug Jakse was not in attendance at the meeting.  Village President Esmond addressed some of the maintenance items.  

Regarding the road patching:  the Maintenance Dept. will continue road patching next week. 

Regarding the low water pressure in the Ridgeview:  President Esmond stated that the new water tower needs to be filled with more water.

Trustee Alvarado asked about the signs that were supposed to be put up for ‘Compact Cars Only ‘/parking and ‘Slow Children Playing’ on Church St.  President Esmond stated that he would ask Doug about it. 

The estimate for gutter repair and replacement on the Village Hall was discussed.  The option for repair was $1106 and the option for replacement was $1292.  Both options consisted of only the front of the Village Hall building and the estimate was from Illinois Valley Gutters.  The Maintenance Department may be able to use a flange to correct the water issue with the current gutters.  The estimate will be looked at again at a later date if they can’t be repaired by the Village Maintenance Department.  No action was taken.

Engineer’s Report: 
Well project- Village Engineer Heitz stated that the report came in from AST for the radium /Well project results along with recommendations for a course of action to be taken.  The Village well now seems to be in compliance.  Modifications to the well could work to keep the radium below levels.  The well could be placed back in service for 1 year; subject to EPA approval, with quarterly testing.  Then the testing cycle could be decreased further if the well stays in compliance. 
Attorney Klein stated that this could easily have been a couple of million dollars and now the Village is possibly facing instead a couple of hundred thousand dollars.  The Board agreed that this is a big savings to the Village.  Attorney Klein will prepare a response to the EPA and Engineer Heitz will gather the information to assess the cost of leasing or purchasing the equipment and inform the Board at the next meeting.  
IDOT- 
1) The approximate costs to the Village for the Rt. 178 Road construction project will be as follows: 
 $100,000 = water mains


  
 $228,000 = The Village portion of the ITEP Grant


   
 $  30,000 = sidewalks


2) Canal St. will need additional curbing.


3) Mill St. has a failing railroad crossing that will require attention by the State.


4) Grove St. Corner near the library will have to be looked at to accommodate the truck traffic that will be going to PQ when the new road is built.
Trustee Alvarado asked Engineer Heitz if the State would be responsible for any damage to the resurfaced road prior to it being taken over by the Village.  Heitz stated that this would have to be addressed in a meeting with IDOT before the jurisdictional transfer takes place.

Heitz also stated that he is currently speaking with Teng & Associates to try to reduce costs for the additional Streetscape/beautification project.  He will keep the Board advised of the status.

Trustee Jereb suggested that the plans and associated costs be reviewed first.   Heitz agreed.

Canal Dredging-Engineer Heitz then stated that he had spoken with a resident regarding placing the soil deposits from dredging the Canal on a small area of his property.  The resident has decided not to allow so now Heitz is looking for a different area.

IEPA -The Illinois EPA sent a letter regarding a violation notice for permits.  This information had previously been sent to them by Chamlin & Associates.  The IEPA could not locate the documents so Heitz sent them copies and the violation is no longer something that needs to be addressed by the Village.

Repairs to 2856th Road.-It was then motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to accept the proposal from Wozniak for $14,695 for the emergency repairs to the fallen gutter on 2856th road.

Clark Creek Project-Heitz stated that a meeting with NCICG needs to be held to determine what is still needed for Grant application.  Possibly surveys of the Businesses affected by the flooding.

Sewer Line Televising- will begin by Illinois Valley Excavating within the week or so.

Lincoln St. Drainage – Heitz provided an approximate estimate of the charges to repair drainage issues on Lincoln St.  It would cost approximately $25,000 - $30,000.  The Board decided to postpone for a short time because of the cost.

President’s Report:  Village President Esmond stated that the Fireworks this year were great and thanked everyone who helped with the event.  
He also informed the Board that he had participated in an interview in Rockford with Comcast which will be aired on Headline News in August.  Other local Mayors were interviewed also.  It was a short 5 minute interview with no cost associated.

Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein presented a summary of the July 1, 2010 Planning Commission Meeting.

The Petition by the Village of North Utica to amend 10.5 of the Zoning Ordinance was discussed.  If approved by the Board it will now contain language to include allowing the rebuilding of a residential use or accessory structure if threatened or taken by Eminent Domain.  All associated permits would be needed. The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the amendment to the Board.

It was then motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve Ordinance 10-18 amending 10.5 of the Zoning Ordinance.

The Petition of Doreen Dettore was discussed.  Attorney Klein stated that a meeting had been held with Dettore, Attorney Klein, Engineer Heitz, Building Inspector Brown, IDOT and Attorney Pat Barry regarding the loss and rebuilding of a garage located at 250 Church St.  The garage is being purchased as a part of the Rt. 178 Road construction project.  Dettore would like to rebuild a garage and put up a privacy fence.  A variance is needed because of the setbacks.  The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the Variance to the Board.
It was motioned by Trustee R. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the granting of a variance, Ordinance 10-19, for the property located at 250 Church St.

Pictures, drawings and sketches, as well as a signed petition of approval from his surrounding neighbors was presented at the hearing.  The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the Variance to the Board. 

It was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the granting of a Variance, Ordinance 10-20, for the property located at 401 Esmond Drive.
