Clark Creek Grant:  Cost estimates have been submitted to NCICG but they need maps.  

Canal Corridor Dredging: He and President Esmond will contact another resident to see about placing the soil deposits on their property.

IDOT:  The bidding for the IDOT Rt. 178 new road construction will be taking place in November 2010.  The plans have now been sent to the State. The resurfacing of the existing road is finished and looks very good.

Municipal Well Project:  EPA has contacted Attorney Klein.  They now doubt the plan for the Village to place the Well back in service.  If possible the Village can place back in service and make the decision to Lease the equipment for $11,300 or purchase the equipment for $25,000.  If  the Village were to decide to purchase the equipment new, the cost would be approx. $82,000.

It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Stewart to authorize the Village to enter into a Lease agreement with Municipal Well for 1 year at a cost not to exceed $15,000.  The Contract would be subject to the EPA‘s permit to place the Well back in service; it would also be subject to an agreeable contract between the Village and Municipal Well.
