Clerk’s Report:  None
Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee M. Pawlak stated that the Board needs to consider placing a ‘speed bump’ on Church St. to slow traffic.  Trustee Jereb stated that it needs to be patrolled more often.  There are kids playing in the Neighborhood and occasionally traffic is going pretty fast in that area.  Discussion was held about the approaching winter season and plowing.  A speed bump would have to be removed to allow plowing of the streets.  Trustee M. Pawlak then stated that maybe a sign could be placed in a few different areas of Church St. that says ‘Slow – Children Playing’.  Public Works Director Doug Jakse stated that the signs are still on order for the Village and he will check on the status to see when they will be in and when they could possibly be put up. It was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve placing the ‘Slow- Children Playing’ signs on Church St.

Trustee M. Pawlak then spoke about the water runoff issue in Oak Bluff Estates, near Woodland Court.  Some residents are pumping their sump pumps into the street which creates a hazard when it freezes in the winter season.   Engineer Heitz will obtain estimates for doing some additional boring under the road when the Rothrock property is done, and report the information to the Board.  He will also speak with the residents regarding the proposed costs and a contribution amount that the residents would be willing to pay.

Water & Sewer Liasion:  Trustee R. Pawlak stated that the enforcement and collection of unpaid water bills is being addressed by the Village Office and it is going well.  All have been paid or have entered into a Promissory Agreement with the Village. 
Trustee R. Pawlak also spoke about the invoices that were submitted by Mr. Marzetta for landscaping performed on his property and in the Village right of way after repairs had been made to a broken drain tile.  It was motioned by Trustee R. Pawlak to approve paying $350 toward the cost of the bills contingent on a full release from all other charges and responsibilities to the Village of North Utica.

Park & Recreation Liaison.  Trustee Skoog stated that the Village currently has 2 parks that are in need of completion (Neighbor’s Ball field) and repairs (Danny Carey)

The estimate should be approx. a total of $14,840 for Carey Park and $15,545 for Neighbor’s Park.  Trustee Skoog stated that the Village Parks are a great part of the community.  Trustee Alvarado stated that there is only approx. $18,000 currently in the Park Fund.  Where would the money come from?  Trustee Skoog answered Pillow Tax if Possible.  Parks are a great investment.  President Esmond stated that the cost would probably be less because the Village will buy some of the materials up front.  The Neighbor’s Field needs to be seeded soon if the Board hopes to be able to use it next year.   It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the park repairs and completion for Neighbor’s Park and Carey Memorial Park at a cost not to exceed $27,000.

time, and are in need of very costly repairs.  The K-9 unit does not have air conditioning and is also experiencing many other problems.  After much discussion regarding possible grant application, which the Village is not eligible for, and additional discussion regarding the potential use of the car, Trustee Stewart stated that as the Police Department Liaison he feels that the Department needs a new vehicle and he is recommending the purchase.

It was then motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee Skoog to purchase a new 2011 Crown Victoria squad car for the Village of North Utica Police Department at a cost not to exceed $21,000.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director, Doug Jakse stated the following:

Vicich property water shut off issue – taken care of already.

Road Patching in the Village – Done

Low water pressure – seems back to normal pressure now.  

Water leak in new Water Tower – still looking for leak.

Gutters/ Village Hall – will construct a baffle to deflect the water; hold off on mulch for now.

Sign Inventory – nothing from County yet; Doug will check on this.

Catch basins and sink holes – working on this; repairing sink holes.

 Trustee Alvarado asked about flushing the fire hydrants. Residents are having issues with rusty water and odor.  Doug stated that it is difficult to flush the hydrants while the Village is using only 1 well right now.  Engineer Heitz stated that more water may need to be added to the new Water Tower and that should help.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing issues. 

Municipal Well – Heitz stated that we are waiting for approval from the EPA regarding the path the Village will take with Well #2.  Discussions have been held between the Village, Engineer, Attorney Klein, EPA and the Attorney General.  The Village is now awaiting their response.  The results of the sample testing performed on the Well showed the Village to be in compliance. The Well can begin being pumped to waste for now.  Discussion was held regarding the rental of the equipment that is currently in the Well.  It was then motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the rental of the equipment from Municipal at a cost not to exceed $750 per month; subject to an agreeable lease agreement between Municipal Well and the Village of North Utica.

Update IDOT/Teng:  Heitz will review the proposed estimates for additional streetscape costs from Teng and provide information at the next Committee Meeting.

Rothrock:  Will be looking at getting the boring done for running sewer to his property very soon.

Illinois Valley Excavating needs to be contacted regarding the date they will begin the televising of the sewer lines in the Village.

Heitz has received an estimate for replacing a section of crew in the downtown area.  Heitz is still waiting on some other pricing and will provide an update at the next meeting.

Entry sign:  Heitz has been speaking with someone regarding the possibility of placing one of the Village’s entry signs on that property. 

Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein provided a summary of the 9-2-10 Planning Commission regarding the recommended approval of the Petition to rezone the property located at 215 Division St. to C-1 along with variances to allow operation of a commercial business (Antique Shop).  The Petition was filed by Mr. and Mrs. Steve Shanley.
Attorney Klein explained the Exhibits that were submitted at the Public Hearing by the Shanley’s, as follows:  A map, Top 10 reasons, Building plans, a signed petition of approval by many of the area neighbors.  

The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend the approval of the Petition.  
There were residents present at the Hearing that oppose the idea.  

Mr. Tom Guerrero, Angela Benstine and Larry Flynn.  The architectural engineer, Mike Dalke, was also present and he explained to the Planning Commission the style, design and placement of the new building.  
After a brief discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to Table the item until the next Village Board Meeting so the Village Board can further review the Comprehensive Plan.
