Also present were Attorney Herb Klein and Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein provided a summary of the 10-13-10 Public Hearing for the Petition of Jason Harmon and Doris Anderson.  It was a joint hearing between the Village Board of Trustees and the Planning Commission.  Mr. Harmon would like to purchase a 3 ½ acre parcel from Ms. Anderson.  Currently the land is zoned as Agriculture.  The Petition is for a Pre-Annexation Agreement between both parties and the Village of North Utica.  The property

would be zoned R-1 and would be subject to all Village Ordinances.  The Petitioners have advised that they will reimburse the Village of North Utica for all associated costs if the Petition is approved by the Village Board. At the Public Hearing the Planning Commission made the recommendation to approve the Petition. After discussion by the Village Board, it was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to approve Ordinance 10-27 authorizing the Annexation Agreement subject to the terms of a Pre-Annexation Agreement between Jason Harmon, Doris Anderson and the Village of North Utica.

The Variances include a 0 ft. setback on the north side, a 10ft setback on the west side and 1 year from the issue of the Business License to pave their parking lot. Water/Sewer Liaison:  Trustee R. Pawlak spoke about the current Trash Exemption.  A letter was sent to participating residents asking for updated documentation.  Some residents have refused to submit paperwork showing that they have other means to dispose of their trash and therefore would not be eligible for the exemption from that billing according to the current Ordinance.  It was motioned by Trustee R. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Skoog to table the item until the Committee Meeting for further discussion.

Parks & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog provided an update regarding Neighbor’s Park.  Within a couple of weeks the park will be pretty much finished.  Many donations are coming in toward the items needed to finish the park.  

Maintenance:  Maintenance employee, Curt Spayer, stated that there is still a broken hydrant located near the Post Office.  Parts need to be ordered to repair the Hydrant.  The Board advised that the hydrants need to be flushed before winter.  
He will inform Public Works Director, Doug Jakse that they need to begin working on cleaning up the catch basins from leaves and grass.
There remains a water leak at the new water tower.  The Board would like the water levels raised in the tower and the low water pressure issues addressed in the subdivisions. 

Regarding an invoice in the amount of $495 for the Safety Training Tool Kit, the item will be discussed at the upcoming Committee Meeting.
Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Kevin Heitz stated that the Municipal Well & Pump Agreement submitted to the Village was reviewed.  Attorney Klein will address the Village’s concerns with the Agreement.  For now the Village will continue to rent the equipment monthly in the amount of $750.

IDOT/Teng- discussion was held regarding the Village’s share of the proposed cost toward expenses for the Rt. 178 realignment.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to authorize the Attorney to review the Village’s options with regard to the Build America Bond Program and the TIF I and TIF 2 revenue and expenses to provide information to the Board at the Committee Meeting.

Canal Corridor- a letter was sent to a local business regarding the possibility of placing the soil deposits on their property.  They are reviewing the matter and will advise.

Clark Run Creek Grant Application- a map of the affected areas was sent to NCICG.  We are prepared to submit for a grant at this time.  Engineer Heitz still has to complete a report of the current costs associated with the project and submit to the Board and NCICG.

Rothrock sewer- Engineer Heitz needs to meet with Rothrock to review the plan.

Woodland Court- the estimate to do the boring to repair the drainage issue in Woodland Court is approximately $1800.  Engineer Heitz spoke with the affected residents about participating in the costs along with the Village and they have stated that they are not interested in paying toward the project. 

Illinois Valley Excavating- they have had a setback with their truck however, the Village is the first on their list when they get back to work.
Sign easement- a letter was sent to a local business to try to obtain an easement for placement of another of the Village’s entry signs. They will review and advise.

Mr. Tom Guerrero asked Heitz how the Clark Creek Grant would affect the flood plain and mandatory flood insurance. Heitz stated that even with a solution to the flooding problem in that area, it would be a long time before flood plain insurance would not be required.

Building Inspector:  Building Inspector Tom Brown stated that there are no open issues at this time.
