Also Present at the meeting was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz, Zoning Officer Tom Brown and Maintenance Employee Curt Spayer.

Police Department Liaison: NONE
Water / Sewer Liaison:  Trustee R. Pawlak spoke about a recent water main break on the corner of Mill St. and Church St.  It has been repaired, but this water main has broken in the past.  The Board agreed and thanked the Maintenance Department for their efforts in getting it fixed.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  NONE

Maintenance Department:  Maintenance Employee Curt Spayer stated that the catch basins had been cleaned of all debris after the last meeting.

The auto dial system on Lincoln St. is almost completed and there is some fabrication needed for the auto dial system at the lift station near Grand Bear.

The snow plow drivers that have been helping with snow removal this season have done a good job with no issues. 

The gutters at the Village Hall will be taken care of as soon as the weather allows.

The water issues that Johnson St. was having have been addressed.  The Hydrants were flushed after Thanksgiving and the water problems have seemed to have gotten better.  

The hydrant by the Post Office will be located again after the snow melts and it will be repaired and possibly moved back a bit.

The salt has been moved to an indoor location and a salt cover will not be needed and/or built until sometime before next year’s snow fall season.  For now, moving it indoor has been working out well.

J.B. Contracting will be coming in the next week to repair a leak at the new water tower.  

President Esmond then stated that the Maintenance Department should have an inventory of materials available in the event of a water main break etc.  Curt would like to order some materials and keep an inventory on hand for such emergencies.  It was then motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to approve the ordering of an inventory of materials at a total cost not to exceed $1,200.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Kevin Heitz stated that he felt the Curt and the Maintenance Department did a great job regarding the water main break.  

He then stated that a meeting needs to take place between Heitz, NCICG and the Village Board representatives regarding Grant application for the Clark Creek Flooding project.  A Date will be set for the next week.

Regarding the leak at the new water tower, Curt has been doing a great job coordinating that.

There will be some extra cost involved in televising the sewer lines on Clark St.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak to authorize the Engineer to coordinate the remainder of the televising project with Illinois Valley Excavating and the associated additional costs.

Old Business:  A resident asked about an abandoned and flood damaged property in the Village. An estimate to clean up a property in the Village has been sent to the property owner.  We are 

awaiting a response before the Village can proceed. The estimate is $2,750. The matter is being handled by Attorney Klein.
