At 7:12 pm the meeting was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado, Andy Skoog and Ron Pawlak.  Also present were Attorney Herb Klein, Engineer Kevin Heitz and Public Works Director Curt Spayer.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Bimm to approve the minutes of the 6-2-11 Public Hearing.

Finance Liaison:  Trustee Jereb discussed the current Maintenance Fee of $5.00 on the Utility bills.  The funds have been used to pay for the 2001 Certificate fund for the purchase and

installation of water meters in the Village.  The bond will be paid in full in December 2011 and Trustee Jereb would like to remove the $5.00 fee at that time.  Trustee Pawlak stated that the fee had already existed prior to taking out the Bond in 2001.   The funds were allocated for the Bond in order to be sure that the Village would have the money to pay the interest and principal each year.  Trustee Alvarado stated that she proposes that the fee remain in place until such time as all of the residential water meters are changed out and put in service. 
It was motioned by Trustee Jereb to eliminate the fee from the utility bills when the Bond is paid off.  The motion died from a lack of a second.  There was no further discussion and at this time the Maintenance fee will remain.  The item may be considered again at a later date.

Donations & Advertising:  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve a donation to Horizon House in the amount of $50.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado discussed having a parade entry in the Utica American Legion Veteran’s Day Parade.  The Board agreed to have something in the parade this year.  The Clerk will notify the American Legion.

Clerk’s Report:  The item regarding the Air conditioning system in the Village Hall and Police Department was discussed.  John’s Service and Sales will come and remove the current zone system and put in a regular air conditioning system.  The estimate is approx. $2,700, but the contractor has agreed to work with the Village because of the many problems with the current system.  Trustee Skoog stated that John’s Service and Sales does not promote the zone type systems and that they usually do experience a high volume of problems with them.  They recommend removing the zones completely to alleviate the issues. 
Clerk Gbur asked about the current invoice(s) received from John’s; the Board stated to hold off on paying the invoices until the rest of the work is completed.

The item of waiving a Vendor Permit for Picatto for the 2011 Season was discussed.  It was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Skoog to waive their Vendor Fee of $100 for the 2011 summer season.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm stated that the lights that are broken in the Village have been reported to Ameren and are on the list to be repaired.  They are waiting for parts in some cases.

She also stated that she had received a letter from the Fire Chief regarding a Fire Zone to be placed on the south side of Waltham South School.  Public Works Director Spayer and Mayor Esmond will look into the matter.  Bimm stated that it needs to be completed before the school year starts.  

Trustee Bimm then asked Engineer Heitz to speak about the bids for the MFT/Non-MFT road project in the Village. 

Heitz stated that the bids were discussed at the June Committee Meeting and the low bid for the projects were as follows:

Trustee Schrader stated that the Police Department would like to consider purchase of a radar trailer to aid in slowing traffic near the Church St. and Canal St. intersections where they meet Rt. 178.  Information was presented from Kustom Signals and an estimate of approx. $8,245.

Chief Wren will be getting additional estimates for the Boards’ consideration and the information will be presented at the next Committee Meeting.

Trustee Alvarado then asked Chief Wren to begin submitting Department Reports to the Board.  Chief Wren agreed.

Water & Sewer Liaison:  Trustee Pawlak discussed the water runoff issue on the Wolfe property located at 130 Wright Drive.  President Esmond stated that according to the drawings, there is an old farm time in that area that may be causing the issues.  He will contact Wolfe to make them aware.

It was then motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the 1 year annual Maintenance Support Agreement with ITRON for the new Radio Read Meter System, in the amount of $1,888.80.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that he is working on getting a list of Donated items from the Utica Little League.  Items include fencing, dugouts and concrete.  Trustee Jereb stated that the Village would also need the warranties and other detailed information for Insurance as well as figures for the Auditor.  Trustee Skoog will have the information at the Committee meeting.
Maintenance Department:  The item regarding the estimates for Salt Storage was tabled until a later date.  Spayer then spoke about the street sweeper that the Village Maintenance Department would like to purchase.  It is a 2007 Elgin at a cost of $133,750.   Financing options were also discussed however the Board decided to pay for the Street sweeper because the donation from Unimin Corp. of $100,000 toward the purchase would probably come in within 30 days or so.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to approve the purchase of the 2007 Elgin Street Sweeper from Standard Equipment Co. in the amount of $133,750.

Engineer’s report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

A business is considering placing a ramp in the back of the establishment to meet requirements of the Attorney General ADA.  The Board will review the information because it is unclear if the structure would be on Village property.  Heitz and Trustee Skoog will meet with the Business owner to discuss the matter and Attorney Klein will look into the property details to determine what is needed to reach a possible agreement.  It will be further discussed at the next Committee Meeting.  

IDOT-  The Village will need to consider awarding the design contract.  Heitz is still awaiting the figures from IDOT regarding what amount will be left from the ITEP grant to use toward the beautification.  Trustee Alvarado asked if the Village could use volunteers to help.  Heitz was not sure and would check into this avenue.

The item regarding the requested $5,278 for the cost of early project delays will be reviewed by Trustee Jereb and discussed further at the Committee Meeting.

The item regarding the repairs to Mill St. after the detour in the approx. amount of $38,000 will be discussed later on at the September or October meeting.

Heitz then stated that he is having Wozniak Concrete do 4 proposals for estimates on sidewalk repairs/replacement in the Village. They will include areas of Washington St. and Hallet road. He will have the estimates for the Committee Meeting.
The Clerk will also request further documentation from Wozniak Concrete for the sidewalk project on Hallet Rd. that included a drain tile in the amount of $1,800.  

Well Project-  The cost options for equipment for the Well range from $25,000 - $83,000.  Larry Goode, Chamlin & Associates, will attend the Committee Meeting to discuss the Well Project and associated costs and options for the equipment in the Well.

Illinois Valley Excavating will be moving forward with the remaining televising/boring in the Village very soon.    

President’s Report:  President Esmond stated that the Memorial Plaque for former employee Terry Weiden was order last fall and never received.  They were contacted several times and never returned the calls.  The order was canceled and a new estimate was received from Mendota Monument in the amount of $850 for a 24 X 12 Bronze Memorial Plaque.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve the purchase of the Plaque in the amount of $850 from Mendota Monument.

Public Comment:  

Gerard Beach, owner of Foothills Organics, stated that he would like to answer any questions that the Board may have regarding his lasagna garden.  The garden is made from organic materials and requires no maintaining and no watering.  It is a program that many schools have adopted for growing food in a no maintenance environment. It is being used as a teaching program in both LaSalle and Bureau County.  The schools plant the items in the Lasagna garden before the end of school and when they come back after the summer break the garden is grown.  It requires no maintenance.  It does not promote infestation, odor, mold, etc.  Chief Wren stated that he has been to the property many times and has not noticed any infestation, mold or odor coming from the area.  Chief Wren also presented photos of the area.  The garden is made with hay that decomposes into mulch.  There were concerns that the garden was located too close to the fence, however it has been moved back from the area.   The Board agreed that for now, Chief Wren can keep an eye on the area, although Attorney Klein will look into the zoning of property to determine if the garden is allowed on the property.
