Also present were Attorney Herb Klein and Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Bimm to approve the 7-13-11 Minutes.

Appearance Request:  Gerard Beach; Mr. Beach spoke about a Festival he would like to organize for Utica called Green Fete’ Festival.  It is a Festival with music, speakers, and approx. 40 vendors and would not contain any alcohol sales.  It would be locate east of Mill St. on Church St. and would be from 12-6 pm.  He would like to hold the Festival on October 8, 2011.  The Board asked questions regarding Vendor Fees, Insurance, traffic and parking, etc.  The Board thanked Mr. Gerard and stated that they would like to further review the information at the next committee meeting on 8-23-11.  

Appearance Request:  Linda Moyer-Halm; Ms. Halm spoke about trash and recycling pick up in the Village and the cost of such.  She stated that she feels the utility bills should have the word recycling on them instead of garbage.   She would like to see lower costs for trash pick-up and more recycling being done by everyone in the Village.    Attorney Klein explained that the Village is in a contract for trash removal/recycling and the fee that is on the bill is for both.  The Clerk also stated that the Village no longer provides a credit if someone chooses to use a different means of removal of trash and / or recycling.  
Donations & Advertising: It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve a donation in the amount of $1,500 to the Taste of Utica event being held on 8-27-11.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the Operation Claus Motorcycle Parade on 10-2-11 at 11 am. They will be asked to 
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line up on Canal St. near the Park before proceeding and to remove all trash before the Parade begins.

Trustee Alvarado spoke about the upcoming Illinois Municipal League Annual Conference being held from 9-15-11 through 9-17-11.  At this time, no one is able to attend the conference this year.

Trustee Alvarado then introduced members of the New Utica Business Association; President Joe Hook and Vice-President Bill Ciccone.  They also mentioned Secretary Jennifer Stoneking and Treasurer Paula Payne.  President Hook spoke about the goals of the Association and mentioned that their first meeting will take place on 8-17-11. They would like to attend the next Committee meeting to further update the Village Board.  The Board agreed and the Utica Business Association will attend the 8-23-11 meeting.
Clerk’s Report:  Village Clerk Gbur spoke about the need for a new copier in the Office of the Village Hall.   It was then motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve the purchase of the copier at a cost not to exceed $5,739.50.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm introduced Mr. Bob Abney, Superintendent of Waltham School to speak about the request of installing a Fire Lane.  He feels that there is a need for a Fire Lane to aid not only in a Fire Emergency, but most importantly in a Medical Emergency.  The Waltham South Campus is heavily attended during the many events that Waltham hosts and the area to the south of the School would be a great place for a designated Fire Lane so that Emergency Personnel could access the gym more quickly.  In cases of medical emergency, time is critical.  The Board discussed the matter.  Abney stated that Waltham School is very concerned about the community.  Trustee Skoog stated that the Village board is equally concerned about the Students and the Community and its’ safety.  It was decided that President Esmond will work with Maintenance Supervisor Spayer to put up ‘no parking’ signs in that area.
Trustee Bimm also provided an update of street light repairs in the Village.  Most of the lights have been repaired.  Trustee Alvarado stated that there is a report of a light out near the shelter at Neighbor’s Park; Trustee Bimm will look into getting it repaired.
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Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader stated that Chief Wren is actively pursuing abandoned vehicles in the Village.  Trustee Pawlak stated that there are a lot of semi’s parking in the Village.  Chief Wren will look into the matter.

Water & Sewer Liaison:  Trustee Pawlak asked Attorney Klein to provide an update on Well 2.  Attorney Klein stated that the Village was given verbal permission to use the Well in emergency circumstances.  We are still waiting on the EPA for written permission of such, which is required by the Attorney General.  
Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that he has not received the information from Utica Little League regarding the park donations and/ or items.  He is trying to get the information for the next Committee meeting.

It was then motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve materials for creating a berm along Neighbor’s Park in the amount of $2,585.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Curt Spayer stated that he is waiting for estimates on material for a new salt storage shed and for salt for the winter 2011/2012 season.  He will have them at the next meeting.

It was then motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Bimm to approve the purchase of a check valve for Well 2 in the amount of $1,200.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

IDOT- Heitz presented an aerial photo of the Rt. 178 Realignment Project.

ITEP Funds-  Heitz presented a document outlining remaining ITEP funds.  It showed that an estimate of $550,000 will be remaining to be used toward the streetscape phase of the project.

Trustee Alvarado stated that the Business Association would be interested in plans for a possible kiosk.  They would like to be involved and know about the Village’s plans for the streetscape and signage, etc.  Trustee Jereb stated that the Village needs to determine what is wanted and / or needed in the streetscape plans and then look for someone to perform the work.  President Esmond stated that the Village doesn’t have the funds or the manpower to replant and maintain planters every spring.  The Board agreed.  
MFT/Non-MFT Project – Regarding Janecki property at 204 Woodland Dr., the engineer assessed the drainage issue and has estimated that to add additional asphalt to correct the 
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problem would cost approx. $4,000- $5,000.  The Board will further review at the Committee Meeting.

Phosphate Permit- Larry Goode, Chamlin Engineering, will contact Curt to work on the Phosphate Permit.  

Illinois Valley Excavating- will be ready to bore Rothrock property in the next week or so.  Regarding the Woodland Court runoff issue, the estimate to correct the problem would be approx. $7,000 to install an inlet.  President Esmond asked Heitz if a Rock Trench would work.  Heitz will contact the property owner to discuss the issue further and get back to the Board at the Committee Meeting.  The area south of Hallet Rd. still needs to be televised to determine the issue in that area.  

The item regarding the ramp being considered in back of Duffy’s will be further discussed at the Committee Meeting.

Building/Zoning Officer – NONE

President’s Report: The Board agreed to the following requests:  Knights of Columbus Tootsie Roll Drive on 9-16-11, 9-17-11 and 9-18-11 and the Utica Fire Protection District Boot Drive on 9-24-11.
Attorney’s Report:  The items regarding the consideration of amending the Animal Control Ordinance and the consideration of the Gas Franchise Agreement Ordinance were tabled for further discussion until the Committee Meeting on 8-23-11.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to table the items.

Public comment:  Mr. Joe Jansen stated that he still has some concerns about the Lasagna Garden on the property of Mr. Gerard Beach, located on the corner of Church St. and Vine St. He presented a Petition against the Lasagna Garden to the Board.  The residents that signed the Petition feel that there are risks of mold, infestation and sometimes odor.  They would like 
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professional exterminators to assess any infestation issues and someone professional to take a sample of the air to determine if there are any issues with mold.   The Village Board has asked Police Chief Wren to keep an eye on the property for now.
