At 7:13 pm the regular meeting of the Village Board of Trustees was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado, Andy Skoog and Ron Pawlak. Also present were Village Engineer Kevin Heitz and Village Attorney Herb Klein.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to approve the Minutes of the 8-10-11 Meeting.

Village Treasurer Jamie Turczyn spoke to the Board about the Sewer Extension Bond.  The Village can refinance the Bond for the remaining 5+ years at a lower interest rate with no additional fees.  The interest rate would be approx. 4.25% realizing a savings of approximately

$ 14,000 to $ 20,000 over a 5 year period with the payoff being in 2016. It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to approve the renewal of the Bond with First Midstate as noted.

Appearance Request:  Herb Jung, IDOT, spoke about the progress of the Rt. 178 Realignment and the Bridge and ramps over I-80.  He stated that the road is currently ahead of schedule.  The project was bid as a 2 year project, however it has gone extremely well and will be finished ahead of its’ original estimated timeline.  The pavement north of the Canal should be completed within 3 weeks and the railroad crossing is almost finished.  He then presented the plans for both the Burgoo event and the fall colors weekends in October.  Rt. 178 will be open to traffic with the exception of the bridge going over the canal.  It will be opened on Friday 10-7-11 and it will be closed again on Monday 10-10-11.  Traffic will then be directed back over the Lincoln Street Extension as it is currently. Discussion was held about traffic coming off of the interstate for the Burgoo.  The ramp coming from the east (Chicago traffic) will be closed in the morning and not reopened until it is determined that traffic is no longer an issue on Rt. 178.  All traffic will be directed south on I-39 to East Rt. 6 and then back to Rt. 178 for that day.  Traffic entering from the south will come from Ottawa or Oglesby and travel on Rt. 71.  Shuttles will operate on that day bringing visitors into the Village.  The bridge over the canal could possibly be finished by the end of October.

Then Tom Guttilla, representing the local Business community, presented maps with proposed signage to the Board.   He explained that there is a possibility that the signs could be purchased with ITEP funds.   The signs are referred to as ‘way finding’ signs and would be placed along    Rt. 178 and Rt. 6 to identify dining, lodging and shopping within the community. The signs would be blue and white, however the Village Logo can also be placed on them.  The Board would need to approve the signs and write a letter to IDOT requesting the placement of such. The proposed signs and their placement will be further reviewed by the Village Board at the September Committee meeting.

Street, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Shelba been has been working on making sure that all of the street lights in the Village are working properly.  There are only two that don’t seem to be on are one located on Rt. 178/Clark St. and one located behind the Community (Township) Building.  
Trustee Alvarado then requested that the street lights are cleaned by the Maintenance Department.

Then Trustee Bimm discussed the meeting that she had attended at Waltham school.  It was an I.D.E.A.S. meeting. There will be additional meeting dates to further discuss how to get the children involved in the Village to fulfill 40 hours of community service for school.  

Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader motioned, seconded by Trustee Skoog to purchase a Speed Radar Trailer in the amount of $3,849.  Trustee Jereb asked why we are looking to purchase the trailer now.  Trustee Schrader stated that it would be a deterrent for speeding in the Village especially on the Rt. 178 realignment. A roll call vote was taken by the Clerk.

President Esmond cast the deciding vote as Yes and the Motion Carried.

It was then motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve a Special Rate of time and ½ pay for Officers for all special events in the Village.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that the following items had been donated to the Neighbor’s Park practice field.


Dugouts, outfield fencing, gates and sidelines and a backstop in the total amount of $19,500 by Illinois Valley Fence and Pool.

Trustee Jereb asked for all warranty paperwork to be given to the Village for the Insurance and also all future purchases be reviewed by the Village Board for safety guidelines.

Maintenance Department: It was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve the purchase of a new snow plow blade at a cost not to exceed $5,500.

The building will be approx. 25 X 40 with 6 ft. concrete walls.  Estimates will be obtained for a roof for the next meeting.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to accept the estimate from Ladzinski concrete in the amount of $19,182.

Public Works Director Spayer also mentioned that he would be sweeping streets on Friday 

9-16-11 and beginning a Village wide hydrant flushing schedule on Monday 9-19-11.

Engineer’s Report: 

IDOT- Discussion was held about the planters that will be a part of the streetscape on the

Rt. 178 realignment.  IDOT would like to place sod in the planters to complete the project; the Village could then go back and decide which planters would require stamped concrete at a later date.  It was then motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve the sod for the planters in an amount of approximately $4,000 - $5,000.

Neighbor’s Park – the drain tile that was put in seems to be working well to redirect the water runoff.  Now the berm can be completed along with the parking lot being laid out.

Well 2 – Permission was received from the EPA to operate Well 2 on an emergency basis with requirements of notification and sample testing within a timely manner.  Emergencies can include hydrant flushing, water main breaks and maintenance.

MFT/Non-MFT road project- Engineer Heitz is working on getting an estimate for repairing the issue on Woodland Dr. for water runoff.  The road project will begin in October.
Phosphate Permit – The application is ready; the drawings need to be reviewed and approved by the Maintenance Supervisor.

Illinois Valley Excavating- Engineer Heitz needs to meet with property owners regarding issues on Woodland Ct., Rothrock boring for sewer and televising Hallet Road. 

Regarding the ramp that would be proposed behind Duffy’s to address requirements of the property by the Attorney General, Engineer Heitz and Trustee Schrader will meet with the property owner and provide an update to the Board.

Engineer Heitz was also contacted by Mr. Guerrero, Church St. regarding the issues that he had with water in his basement.  He would like a letter written to state that the Village repaired the hook up in the correct manner when it was discovered that it had been incorrectly hook up to the wrong line in the past. The incorrect hook up was not on the part of the Village however the maintenance department made the repairs when it was discovered during the construction of the new road.  The Village is unaware of who hooked up the pipe incorrectly to begin with, therefore, Heitz can only address that the Village saw the problem and made the repair for the property owner.  The Village Board agreed.

Public Comment:  Sue Martin, LaSalle County Historical Society requested that the Village Board make a formal approval of the closure of Village streets for the 42nd Annual Burgoo Festival being held on 10-9-11.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the street closures.

President’s Report:  President Esmond spoke to the Board about getting the concrete poured before winter at the Village Hall and Police Department.  Engineer Heitz estimated the cost at a total of $27,356 for the east and south areas of the lot. Trustee Jereb asked why it was necessary to pave the lot now instead of in the Spring when they may be doing other work. President Esmond cited Snow plowing for the main reason.  It was then motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Skoog to authorize the Engineer to obtain bids and the President to accept bids for the concrete parking lot at the Village Hall in an amount not to exceed $27,500.
