Appearance:  Mr. John Evert, Illinois Valley Waste Company spoke to the Board about the possibility of an extension to the Current Waste Removal Contract.  The current contract expires on 12-31-12.  Mr. Evert explained that they would like to work with the Village toward a Contract Extension to remain as the Waste Removal Company for the community.  They have always tried to meet the needs of the Village in all areas of Waste Removal including after special events.  Trustee Skoog asked about rates for the next 5 years, which has been the period of the current Contract.  Mr. Evert stated that if the Village would submit a list of items, he would be happy to create a proposal.  The Village will discuss further at a future meeting.
Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado discussed a letter the Village had received from the Utica Garden Club.  The letter outlined several items including the clubs’ participation with regard to the Village’s landscaping projects and planters, etc.  She will be attending a meeting of the Garden Club and provide an update for the Village Board at the next Committee Meeting.

Streetscape- After some discussion it was decided that Engineer Heitz would request Teng & Associates to attend the February 28, 2012 Committee Meeting for the purpose of discussing their proposal and concept for the streetscape program (Phase 2).  Consideration will be directed toward the overall design and proposed maintenance of the streetscape items.

Donaldson St. – Heitz stated that he needs to survey the property to determine the possible solution for the standing water on / near the Rescue Direct property. 
Public Works Director Spayer asked about the possibility of placing signage on East church St. for NO TRUCK TRAFFIC ALLOWED.  This would require an Ordinance; After discussion it was decided that Attorney Klein will prepare an Ordinance for approval at the March Board Meeting.  
Spayer then asked about CDAP grants and proposed projects that would be eligible for such.  Heitz stated that because of the time needed to do the engineering work for a proposed project, the Village would have to wait until the next Grant application.  It was decided that NCICG would be contacted to attend a future committee meeting for the purpose of discussing some possible projects, upcoming grants and community surveys for such.
