The parking along Grove St. is angled parking and not suited to the ongoing truck traffic.  Also a No Parking sign will be placed on the north side of Grove St.  The Board agreed to the solution and the Maintenance department will take care of. 

Discussion was held regarding a contractor requesting to use 2803rd road to access an IDNR reclamation project.  The Equipment will be well over the wt. limit for the Village roads.  Utica Township and Ottawa Township have both denied the request.  A letter will be written to the contractor stating that no trucks or heavy equipment shall be allowed on Village roads if they are over the wt. limit.
