MINUTES

At 7:05 pm the meeting was called to Order by Village President Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matthew Jereb, Jim Schrader, Andy Skoog, Gloria Alvarado and Ron Pawlak.  Also present at the meeting were Village Engineer Kevin Heitz and Village Attorney Herb Klein.  

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Bimm to approve the Minutes of the 6-13-12 Meeting.

Although the A/P Bills were approved, discussion was held regarding the amount of Chamlin & Associates Invoice for the cost of engineering services for the 2012 Sidewalk Project in the Village.  Trustee Jereb asked Engineer Heitz if the hours and approx. 25% charge was typical in the case of this type of project.  Engineer Heitz stated that sometimes the smaller a project is, the more time it will take which will lead to a higher cost to the Village.  Trustee Jereb asked if someone else could have handled the services.  Heitz stated yes, however he was able to stop and review the project and answer any issues both before and after his work hours.  He will look at the scope of the work and associated engineering services on future projects and discuss with the Board prior to completion of the job.

Appearance Request:  Jerry Carey, Road Commissioner, spoke to the Board about 2803rd road and the proposed maintenance contract with the Village.  An amount of $5,300 was proposed for the period of 5-1-12 thru 4-30-13.  This includes 4.03 miles of 2803rd road.  
Attorney Klein stated that there are gaps in the road that are still currently the responsibility of the Township, so it would make sense to have an agreement addressing who will provide snow removal since the Village and the Township are both responsible for different areas of the road.  The contract also states that it will automatically renew if there is no notice prior to March 1st of the following year.  Trustee Jereb asked who determines when the road needs plowed.  Carey, who has been plowing the road for several years, would be responsible for the decision.  He has been plowing for 28 years.  After additional discussion, it was decided that the item would be tabled and reviewed again in a few months prior to the next winter season.  Carey agreed.  It was then motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Bimm to Table the agreement until a future meeting.

Appearance Request:  Matt Blocker, representing G.A. Blocker Co., asked the Board about the proposed Roadway Usage Agreement.  He is awaiting a decision and a signed agreement to enable the company to continue the project they have been working on near 2803rd road for the D.N.R.  He stated that he has a $708,000 Bond with the State (DNR).  The bond won’t be released until all parties are satisfied with the Project.  The Board discussed the matter and Trustee Jereb stated that although there is a Bond with the State (DNR), there is not currently a Bond with the Village.  The Village doesn’t want to have to go through the DNR if there is any issue.  Items of discussion were possible damage to the road, who will determine if there is any damage and a sum of $15,000 in escrow from Blocker for the duration of the project.
Blocker asked about the perimeters of the escrow account.  He would like to move forward because he has a deadline with the DNR to complete the project.  Engineer Heitz stated that the only damage to the road thus far is some ‘bleeding’.  Blocker has already agreed to pay for the damages.   It was then agreed that Engineer Heitz would determine any damages when the project is completed and Blocker will place $15,000 in an escrow account.  If there is no damage as determined by Heitz, the escrow amount will be returned to Blocker.  If there are damages to the road, as determined by Heitz, the damages will have to be repaired by Blocker.  
It was then motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve the agreement, subject to further review by Attorney Klein.  Ord. 2012-23.

Appearance Request:  Lisle Elsbury, Duffy’s (Two Wise Fools, LLC.), asked the Board to consider an easement for the construction of a set of stairs and fencing, and a ramp to comply with ADA. 

Discussion was held regarding the construction, materials, and the placement of the establishments’ trash receptacle.  Trustee Pawlak stated that fencing and a cover should be used surrounding the dumpster.  Elsbury would like to place it near the Blacksmith Shop and has contacted the Museum to determine their requirements for materials to be used in the fencing so it would match the building.  Discussion was held regarding the parking in the general area, and if there is enough space for the disposal company to pick up and empty the receptacle in the event that vehicles are parked in the lot. Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm stated that she has been asked about placement of additional speed bumps throughout different neighborhoods in the community. Trustee Skoog agreed and asked that the speed bumps be removed from Ridgeview Subdivision. It was decided at this time not to purchase any additional speed bumps.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that the Utica Little League Tournament went great.  Their help with clean up after the Fireworks show was appreciated as well.

Building Inspector:  NONE

Maintenance Department:  Discussion was held regarding Well #1 and the cost of replacing the Pump.  It could cost the Village approximately $20,000 - $30,000.  Further discussion will take place at a future meeting along with estimates for replacement of the pump.

Engineer’s Report: Engineer Heitz provided an update of projects ongoing in the Village.

Tom Burgess is considering extending Arrowhead Drive and Anne Marie Drive in Ridgeview Subdivision.  A Sidewalk along the new area of the road was also discussed.

EXP – resubmitting costs for streetscape and now waiting for a response from IDOT.  Trustee Jereb asked if the project will be bid out in the Fall; Heitz stated possibly in September/November.
Donaldson St. – wrapping up the drainage project on the property soon.
President’s Report:  President Esmond stated that the Fireworks Show was great and there was a big turnout of people.  The Maintenance Department did a great job cleaning up the area after the event.
