President Esmond stated that he will contact Illinois Sand Co. to make the request that the weeds along those areas be trimmed back as soon as possible.  Mr. Taylor thanked President Esmond.

Finance Liaison:  Trustee Matt Jereb asked Attorney Klein to explain the terms of the renewal of the Maintenance Building Loan.  Attorney Klein stated that LaSalle State Bank will renew the loan at an interest rate of 3.75% in an amount of $55,000.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the renewal of the Maintenance Building Loan at these terms. Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm spoke about complaints that she had received regarding Lincoln St.  The area is a residential neighborhood however there is a resident that is storing equipment and other business related materials.  Chief Wren will ask the resident to remove the equipment.

Trustee Bimm also made a request on behalf of the Utica Fire Department and their upcoming Car Show being held on October 13.  A request was made for a donation to help defray costs of trophies and portable restrooms and wash stations.  Discussion was held.  Trustee Jereb stated that they are also a taxing body therefore he would rather not make a donation.  Trustee Skoog stated that the Village had made a donation to the Car Show in the past, although it was held by another organization.

Water/Sewer Liaison: NONE
Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog spoke about repairs needed to the sprinklers at Carey Memorial park.  The Maintenance Department has been using the service line to water the field.  Trustee Skoog will speak to Utica Little League to determine whether this is sufficient for their needs in the Spring Season.  Trustee Jereb then asked if there are any additional commitments needed from the Village Board to get the new field ready for the Spring Season.  It was decided that the Maintenance Department will finish installing a 2 piece guard rail system to separate the grass and field from the parking area.  
Maintenance Department:  Department Supervisor Curt Spayer stated that he will have a proposed design for the landscaping of the Village entry sign for the next meeting.  

The lights for the new bridge were also discussed.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Bimm to approve the purchase of 6 LED lights at a cost not to exceed $14,610 from Springfield Electric.

Engineer’s Report:  Village Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

I Fiber- They have begun running the lines for I Fiber connection throughout the downtown.

Rt. 178- Engineer Heitz will perform a walk-thru of the Rt. 178 realignment so that the Village can move forward in the process of jurisdictional transfer.  The Board agreed. 

Streetscape- The planters and trash cans have been eliminated from the project at this time as they are ineligible for ITEP Funds.  Modified plans for the streetscape have been submitted.  The fencing and signage remain in the plans at this time. Final cost on the road project as well as the cost of the streetscape will be available very shortly.  The Village assumes that the project will go out for bid for the spring 2013 planting. 

Discussion was held about the extension of Ann Marie Drive and Arrowhead Drive in Ridgeview Subdivision.  Tom Burgess will extend the water along with Arrowhead Drive and a portion of Ann Marie Drive.  The Village Board requires that lots 8 & 45 are platted at this time.  

Attorney’s Report:  Municipal Energy Consultants was discussed regarding their proposal to obtain a refund of Federal Excise Tax on gasoline purchases for the past 3 years.  Attorney Klein explained that he would like to review the information further and request additional references.  The Board agreed.

Committee/Trustee Reports:  Trust Pawlak stated that signs indicating a truck route in the Village will have to be placed in the near future.  The Board agreed.
