Police Chief Wren spoke to the Board requesting authorization to utilize the departments’ current Ford Explorer as the K9 vehicle.  The current K9 vehicle has broken springs in addition to other issues and the exchange would need to be immediate.  He then presented estimates for the purchase of a new vehicle for the Police Department.  Estimates included a Truck with Topper, Explorer, Expedition and Sedan.  Trustee Jereb asked if the department needs to purchase a 4-wheel drive vehicle.  Chief Wren stated that he is looking at the Expedition because it is a larger vehicle.  The new Ford Explorer is too small when taking equipment into consideration.  Trustee Alvarado asked if the department would be able to purchase a sedan.  Chief Wren stated that Ford no longer offers the Crown Victoria.  The model offered is in its’ first year of production.  Trustee Pawlak stated that sometimes with a vehicle in its’ first year of production, there could be issues with the vehicle.  He also stated that the Expedition is not much difference in cost than the Ford Explorer.  After much discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve the exchange of the current Ford Explorer to the K9 vehicle at a cost of $620.

Engineer’s Report:  Village Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

IDOT- Heitz spoke about the jurisdictional transfer of Rt. 178 and provided paperwork for President Esmond to sign to complete the process.  The Clerk will now be able to resubmit the additional outstanding invoice of approx. $32,000+ for ITEP Funds 80% reimbursement along with the signed amended agreement for such. 

The cost estimate of the streetscape project along with an engineering services agreement will follow shortly.  The project will go out for bids in January 2013.

NCICG- Engineer Heitz will schedule a meeting with NCICG and Trustee Alvarado to discuss the requirements for the application process for a possible grant for work on Johnson/Morton St. and an area of Church St. 

ADA-Village Greenhouse Liquor Store is now in compliance.  Upon completion of the jurisdictional transfer of Rt. 178 the businesses on the east side of Mill St. can be reviewed to determine how they can become compliant.

Landscaping of the Village Entry sign was donated by R & R Landscaping.  Trustee Skoog stated that it looks great and they did a great job.  The Board agreed.
President’s Report:  President Esmond stated that the Burgoo had a great turn out this year.  The Vendors were spread out throughout the downtown and traffic and parking went well.

Trustee Alvarado thanked Mr. and Mrs. Bottomley, Mr. Joiner and Mr. and Mrs. Bernadoni for their help with cleaning benches, weeding and clearing the areas near the bump outs before the events.

President Esmond thanked Mr. Harmon for the fall décor donated to the Village Hall.

President Esmond then spoke about a possible increase in compensation for the Elected Officials prior to the next election in April 2013.  It would have to be considered and approved at this meeting to be within the 180 day requirement. After a brief discussion, it was decided that there would be no change in salary compensation.
Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein spoke about Municipal Energy Consultants.  They contacted the Village regarding a proposal to recover a rebate of gasoline excise tax.  Attorney Klein obtained and contacted two furnished references but advised that he would research further.  The fee imposed would be 50% and he would advise that an ending date be added to the contract should the Village decide to move forward.  The Board agreed that Attorney Klein would research the Company further and it will be discussed at a later date.

Attorney Klein then discussed the proposed agreement between the Village and Utica Township for snow plowing on 2803rd Road for the winter season.  The agreement would begin October 1, 2012 and end on April 30, 2013.  It could be renewed prior to its expiration or the Village could review the contract again next fall if there is still a need for such services.  The cost would be $5,300.  It was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the Contract which is Ordinance 2012-31.

Public Comment:  Thomas Kelly Dempsey asked about tar and chipping of 11th and 12th Road.  The Board had already approved up to $15,000 to participate in such, however it did not get done during this year.  It may be done during 2013.

Mr. Newell then asked about the noise from the dryers running at night at the grain bins owned by Northern Partners.  President Esmond did talk with them and they are trying to run the fans at different times now to decrease some of the noise. Mr. Newell asked if there was a ticket issued last year.  Attorney Klein stated that there was a ticket however the Village dismissed it due to the fact that there is not a way to prove that there was a violation of the Village’s Ordinance.  The Village doesn’t have a decibel meter.  
With no further discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Bimm to adjourn the meeting at 8:10 pm.
