Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  No additional information was provided regarding reimbursement of the cost of concrete to a resident for sidewalk replacement.
Police Department Liaison:  NONE

Water & Sewer Liaison:  NONE

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Jereb spoke regarding the proposed building for Neighbor’s Park.  The Utica Little League has been looking into Grants for the project however they are not available yet.  He will update the Board as information becomes available.

Building/Zoning Officer:  Curt Spayer spoke about the increase in proposed dimensions of sheds on residential properties in the Village.  Currently the Village Zoning Ordinance allows up to 150 sq. ft. for the structure however, residents are proposing to construct the buildings with larger dimensions.  He would like to discuss amending the Ordinance to allow up to 200 sq. ft.   After some discussion regarding lot sizes vs. the proposed dimensions for the sheds, it was decided that the Board would like the Planning Commission to research the information.  Therefore it will be referred to the Planning Commission for discussion at a future meeting.

Maintenance Department:  It was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Bimm to approve the purchase of a Control Panel for Well 2 in an amount not to exceed $4,500.

Regarding the water runoff issue on the Rescue Direct property located on Donaldson St., Engineer Heitz will be shooting the grade of the land to determine the correct course for redirecting the water.  

Trustee Bimm then asked about the Grand Bear bus that is sitting near the sewer plant advertising the Lodge.  It was determined that the bus is not on Village property.

Trustee Alvarado discussed the surveys needed for the application process for a Grant to aid the Village in addressing water issues in the areas on Johnson St. and Church St.   She has been going door to door to speak to residents in these areas about the possibility of a grant however she is having a hard time getting the confidential surveys completed.    Without the completion of the surveys, the Village will not be able to complete the application process to apply for the Grant.  
Public Comment:  Mr. Steve Harmon asked the Village Board to help the residents near 2803rd and 11th roads by addressing the noise from the Illinois Sand Co. contractors that are currently constructing a berm in the area.  The Village has a noise Ordinance which states that machinery can’t be operated between the hours of 9 pm – 7 am.  Currently the contractors are beginning as early as 6 am.  It is very loud and the back-up alarms on the vehicles are creating a disturbance.  The residents would like to see the Village address the situation by adhering to the Ordinance requiring them to work only during the allotted hours outlined.  They would also like contact information so that they are able to address some of their concerns on their own.  
President Esmond stated that he did speak with Illinois Sand Co. regarding noise and road closures.  

Mrs. Diane Gassman also stated that they have not received contact information for the company.  The Village stated that they would provide a contact number to the residents a month earlier.  

President Esmond stated that he is unsure of whom to contact but will look into the matter and provide a number to the residents.  

Mrs. Gassman then asked how often the Village checks on the construction taking place and who monitors the project to see that the company is meeting the requirements of the Village.

President Esmond stated that Maintenance personnel are checking on the roads a few times per week. 

Mr. Harmon then asked for a name of the site supervisor and President Esmond stated that he will talk to the company again and try to obtain a contact name and number.  He also stated that the back-up horns on the vehicles are more of a noise disturbance than the equipment and the residents would really like the issue addressed.
Mr. Thomas Dempsey asked if the UFPD can address a diesel spill if something like that were to take place.  An Industrial spill would be a large cost for a local fire department.  President Esmond agreed.

Trustee Jereb asked about the noise Ordinance and if the Village can enforce the 9 pm – 7 am hours and address the decibel rating of the noise.  

Attorney Klein stated that the Village can amend the noise Ordinance at any time if it is needed.  Currently the Village does not own a decibel meter to determine the rating of the noise.

Trustee Bimm, Streets Liaison for the Village, then announced that on Saturday December 15, 2012 2803rd road would be closed between 9th and 10th roads for a controlled burn by UFPD.  The road closure has been announced in the media and posted at the Village Hall.  

Attorney’s Report:  

Attorney Klein presented the Board with a draft of an Ordinance to consider regarding ATV’s being driven on Village streets.  Currently the ATV’s are not allowed on Village roads.  A resident driving an ATV to plow out a driveway could receive a ticket.  The Village would have to adopt an Ordinance to allow the vehicles to be used in this manner.  The law requires that the individual operating the vehicle be at least 18 years old with a current drivers’ license and insurance.  The vehicle must also have brakes and lights.  The Village Board will review the draft Ordinance and discuss at the next meeting.  
Attorney Klein had no additional information on the Gasoline Rebate Contract at this time.
Engineer’s Report:  

Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

2013 MFT road project – no additional information to update at this time.

Well 2 – the application to turn the well on has been submitted to EPA.

Streetscape – the project will go out for bids on January 18, 2013.

NCICG- a meeting will be set up between NCICG, Trustee Alvarado and Engineer Heitz to discuss the Grant application to address water issues on Johnson St. and Church St.

President’s Report: President Esmond has not made a decision regarding the appointment to fill former Trustee Andy Skoogs’ position.  He may consider an appointment after the election filing period ending on December 26, 2012.
General Discussion of Village Business:  

Trustee Jereb received the returned check from Emily Becker whom the Village had approved to sponsor for a Mission trip.  The Board unanimously decided to re-issue the check to the family toward expenses for Katie Becker.  The check amount is $275.  It was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to re-issue the check to the Katie Becker Fund.  The Board also commended Emily Becker for returning the aforementioned check to the Village.
