Appearance request:  Ms. Sandy Grubar spoke about the issues that the Businesses are having with the Attorney General’s Office regarding meeting the requirements of the ADA.  Attorney Klein stated that the Village Board authorized Engineer Heitz to review the plans for the Businesses on Mill St. due to the sidewalks and right of way creating additional issues.  We were unaware of any issues with the Businesses in other areas of the community.  Ms. Grubar stated that there should be TIF funds available to the local businesses to aid them in modifications to their properties so that they meet the requirements of the ADA.
Attorney Klein stated that it is the decision of the Village Board when considering utilizing TIF Funds.  Typically these improvements do not increase the value of the property therefore they 

do not increase the tax increment the Village receives.   After some discussion, the Village Board agreed that they would like Engineer Heitz to review some of the issues within the business district to determine how they will be able to meet the requirements of the ADA.

Clerk’s Report:  

The Clerk provided an update to the Board regarding the codification project and associated costs.  The final cost of the project, along with the cost of placing the code on the internet will be $2,450.  Sterling Codifiers will provide the Village with 10 copies of the code as noted in the original contract.  The cost of additional booklets outlining the zoning, water / sewer or liquor codes will cost approximately $3 each.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve the final cost of $2,450 as payment to Sterling Codifiers and agreed to the purchase of the additional booklets.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.
Televising project – CD’s have been received.  Heitz and Spayer will review the data.
2013 MFT road project – no additional information to update at this time.

Well 2 – the application to turn the well on has been submitted to EPA.  Attorney Klein stated that they are still negotiating a long term solution.
Streetscape – the project will go out for bids on January 18, 2013.

NCICG- surveys have been completed and submitted to NCICG to begin the CDAP application process.
Regarding the water runoff issue on the Rescue Direct property located on Donaldson St., Engineer Heitz will be shooting the grade of the land to determine the correct course for redirecting the water.  

Attorney’s Report:  

Attorney Klein spoke about the upcoming Winter Wine Walk.  The Village currently only has 3 temporary event liquor licenses to issue.  Additional temporary event licenses are needed for the Wine Walk.  It was then motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Schrader to amend the Liquor Ordinance to include a total of 10 Temporary Event liquor licenses.

Attorney Klein presented the Board with a draft of an Ordinance to consider regarding ATV’s being driven on Village streets.  Currently the ATV’s are not allowed on Village roads.  A resident driving an ATV to plow out a driveway could receive a ticket.  The Village would have to adopt an Ordinance to allow the vehicles to be used in this manner.  The law requires that the individual operating the vehicle be at least 18 years old with a current drivers’ license and insurance.  The vehicle must also have brakes and lights
