There were residents of Johnson St. that attended the Public Hearing to describe the issues that they have been having due to the water in the area.  There were no residents in opposition of the Village applying for a $450,000 Grant or proceeding with the project at a future date.  The Project cost is estimated at $706,119 with the Village leverage amount being $256,119.
