The item to consider approval of Adopt/Ratify Village Code was tabled pending further review by Village Attorney Klein.

Discussion was held regarding an Event Permit in the Village.  As previously discussed, it will include a fee of $25 and be required for any event on Village property.  This includes all events that require insurance, police coverage, road closures, Liquor Licenses, etc.  Also included are events in the Park except sporting events and family gatherings, etc.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve an Ordinance regarding Event Permits; Ord 2013-05

An Ordinance amending the La Salle boundary agreement was discussed and considered by the Village Board. Utica will release Old Dominion from its’ Facilities Planning Agreement (FPA).  LaSalle will release Advanced Asphalt from its’ FPA.  Areas north of Route 80 can annex to either community.  Trustee Jereb asked if the amendment would affect any other taxing body.  Attorney Klein stated that it would not.  The cost of running water/sewer service to Old Dominion would be cost prohibitive and cost the Village approximately $80,000. This decision led to the amendment to the Boundary Agreement.  It was then motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve Ordinance 2013-06 amending the LaSalle Boundary Agreement; subject to approval by the City of LaSalle Council.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz arrived at 7:55 pm.  He provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village. 
Construction of building at Neighbor’s Park – The bid package will go out on 3-14-13 for the project.  Bids will be due on 3-26-13 at 10:00 am at the Village Hall and they will be discussed at the Committee meeting that evening.  Engineer Heitz will stake out the areas of the proposed building site.  
Streetscape final plans/estimate –EXP has submitted the revised plans to IDOT. 

The estimate for the project is now $440,000 and is scheduled to go out for bids on the June 15, 2013 IDOT letting.

Discussion re: local Businesses need for compliance with ADA- Engineer Heitz had been waiting for the completion of the Jurisdictional transfer of Mill St. from IDOT.  Village Clerk Gbur stated that the transfer of the road is complete and this had been confirmed by IDOT.  He will now begin reviewing information regarding business compliance with ADA and present to the Board at a future meeting.  
2013 Non-MFT / Street Repair Project estimates- Discussion was held by the Village Board regarding the priority of streets and the cost of the project. Trustee Jereb asked if TIF funds could be used for the project.  Attorney Klein stated that the project is eligible for the use of TIF funds if there are streets being repaired in the TIF areas.   It was determined that the Village will hold off on Hallet Road for this year.  It was then motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Bimm to authorize Village Engineer Heitz to go out for bids on the project. The estimate of such is approximately $350,000.
