An update about the status of the striping and decal work on the new Police vehicle was provided by Trustee Schrader.  The original estimates obtained by Chief Wren were $900 -  $1,200 however he was able to find someone to stripe and decal the vehicle at a lower cost of $300.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Jereb

Discussion was held regarding the possible location for the construction of a new concession stand building at Neighbor’s Park.  The general consensus of the residents in that area is that they would like it located further down the right field line behind the water tower.  President Esmond stated that when they were looking at the locations, several things were considered 
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including distance and the additional expense of running water/sewer if the building is located further down.  Trustee Jereb stated that the residents are opposed to the locations near home plate and 1st base.  He doesn’t disagree that this would be an ideal location but he has made a commitment to the residents and their preference of a location that is further away.  Trustee Pawlak stated that the location of A or B (behind home plate) would serve the good of everyone that plays or comes to the games.  President Esmond stated that there are a lot of older people that come to watch their grandkids and that putting it so far away from the home plate area will make it difficult for some of them to walk to the restroom/concession stand.  Trustee Alvarado stated that she would be abstaining from any vote on the building however if she was in favor of constructing a building at the park, she would place it behind home plate.  She does feel that the building is too expensive of a project for the Village to consider at this time.  Trustee Schrader stated that the building will be better suited to location A which is directly behind home plate.  Location B is much too close to the new fire hydrant.    It was then motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Schrader to construct the concession stand/restroom building directly behind home plate in location A.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.
ADA – a meeting will take place with a representative from the Attorney General’s Office, Engineer Heitz, Trustees Schrader and Alvarado, and Attorney Klein to address issues that the businesses are having regarding compliance to the requirements of the ADA. 
Streetscape- The revised final plans have been submitted to IDOT for the June 14, 2013.  The estimate is approximately $440,000.  
2013 Non-MFT Road Project- the bids will be discussed and possible awarding of a bid will take place at the May 8, 2013 Board meeting.
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Rescue Direct water runoff issue- the pipe seems to be moving water in the right direction and away from the affected areas.  The land will still require some grading to complete the project.

Well 2 – The well produced a good result again but we are still awaiting a response from the EPA to move forward and put the Well back in service.

President’s Report:  President Esmond asked for the consent of the Board to appoint former Trustee Andy Skoog to the Planning Commission.  The Board agreed and it was motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve the appointment to the Planning Commission.
