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At 7:22 pm the meeting of the new Board of Trustees was called to Order.  Present at the meeting were Village President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Joe Bernardoni, Gloria Alvarado, Kevin Stewart, Matt Jereb and Jim Schrader.  

Trustee Alvarado motioned to appoint Trustee Matt Jereb as President Pro-Tem.  This was seconded by Trustee Schrader.

Oath of Office:

Village President Esmond was sworn in by President Pro-Tem Jereb.

Village Clerk Gbur was sworn in by President Esmond.

Trustees Bernardoni, Alvarado, and Stewart were sworn in by President Esmond.

Village Treasurer Jamie Turczyn was sworn in by President Esmond.

Village Police Chief Mark Wren was sworn in by President Esmond.

Village Zoning Enforcement Officer Curt Spayer was sworn in by President Esmond.

President Esmond stated that all Committee Assignments will be determined at the June Board of Trustees Meeting as well as the possibility of an appointment of an additional Trustee.

The Board received a draft of appropriations from 2012 as well as actual figures for review.  The appropriations will have to be approved at the June Board Meeting and will be discussed further at the May Committee Meeting.

Village Clerk Gbur then asked the Board to consider rescheduling the May Committee Meeting.

After some discussion it was decided that the meeting would be scheduled for Monday, May 20, 2013 at the Village Hall temporary location at 105 Division St. at 8:00 pm.   It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Stewart to make the schedule change.

Appearance Request:  Mr. John Ruch, 260 Johnson St. then asked the Board about the possibility of obtaining a Vendor Permit for the summer to operate an Ice Cream Cart in the downtown area.  He will not conduct business in the area of the Ice Cream Shop or in the area of the Little League games.  He will sell only packaged Ice Cream.   After some discussion, the Board agreed that Mr. Ruch be issued a summer permit.

Governmental Affairs: NONE

Park & Recreation:   Discussion was held regarding the construction of a concession stand at Neighbor’s Park.  Bids were received and low bidder was Pinter Construction in the amount of $74,098.   The concession stand will be located behind home base and will also contain restrooms.  

After additional discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the low bid by Pinter Construction in the amount of $74,098 for the construction of a concession stand at Neighbor’s Park.

Engineer’s Report:  
Engineer Heitz then provided a brief update regarding the damage and on-going repairs to the Village Hall building.  There was approximately 3” of water from the April 2013 flooding which resulted in damage to all of the flooring, 2ft. of all of the drywall and some furnishings.  Removal of the damaged materials has taken place and a low bid of $7,900 from Tieman Builders was accepted.  They have begun to replace drywall.  The building may not be ready until the end of June.  There is a $25,000 deductible that the Village is responsible for.   

** This amount,, along with other clean-up costs associated with the flooding have been provided to Emergency Management Assessment Teams.  Public Assistance declaration has not been received at this time.

Engineer Heitz then spoke about the Village’s participation in lighting for the proposed Illinois River Bridge / Path.  The Village share would be a commitment of $113,160.  The path will begin at Donaldson St. to the Bridge and over the Bridge to the Starved Rock Park Entrance.    After discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to authorize President Esmond to sign a letter of Commitment in the amount of $113,160.

Engineer Heitz then spoke about a culvert in Senica Manor that was affected by the flooding.   The road in the area is currently closed while it is determined when the culvert issues can be resolved.  Engineer Heitz stated that he is awaiting the survey of the property before the Village can move forward with repairs / replacement.   It could be a costly project of up to $80,000.   It has been included in the PA Assessment for FEMA as well as the Insurance claim, however, because it is an emergency situation impacting area residents, Engineer Heitz stated that the Village may want to consider moving forward not to exceed a certain dollar amount. 

Residents in the impacted area of the culvert also spoke about their concerns.  Susan Russell & Steve Stout both asked if this is the Village’s responsibility or the Township’s.   Engineer Heitz stated that a survey will have to be performed however we are assuming that because of the annexation of property in the area, it could very well be the Village’s.  Steve Stout stated that the Township should pay for some of the expenses of the work that was already started.  

It was then motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Stewart to make the necessary repairs/replacement of the culvert in an amount not to exceed $60,000 by  Illinois Valley Excavating who has previously been contacted for the repairs by the Township.

ADA-  Will have a meeting in June with a representative from ADA to determine what needs to be done to move forward for the local businesses.
Streetscape- There will be a June 13, 2013 letting for the project.  Awarding of a Bid will be possible at the July Board Meeting.

Well 2 -  Still no further updates from the EPA.  

Engineer Heitz will review the 2803rd project with the County to determine if MFT funds can be used to pay for the Village’s share;  approximately $11,311.48
2803rd Road needs to be inspected.  Area residents feel that the sides of the road are crumbling.   Maintenance Supervisor Spayer will look into the area to determine the needs.  

Public Comment:   Thomas K. Dempsey, 1083 2803rd Road, Utica; asked about the Berm height and when it will be completed by Illinois Sand Co.    Attorney Klein stated that Illinois Sand Co. will follow the guidelines set forth in the Annexation Agreement. 
Mr. Dempsey then asked in the sewage treatment plant had any flooding or subsequent damage.   Engineer Heitz stated that there was no issue with the plant.

President Esmond then briefly spoke about the possibility of purchasing additional properties that have been affected by the flood in the case that the property owners will not be interested in raising the existing structure.   If the government provides a buy out of the properties, the land will only become green space.   If the Village buys the property, someone can develop and build on.   

Mr. Russ Hamilton, Washington St., asked about a power pole near the concession stand at Carey Park.   Maintenance Supervisor Spayer will look at the pole to determine whether or not it can be relocated.   

Trustee Stewart asked about the funding for a water line project along Johnson St.   NCICG representative, Ben Wilson, stated that the Village may not hear anything about the CDAP Grant that was applied for  until September  at the earliest. 

With no additional Discussion it was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Stewart to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 pm.
