Many of the sheds purchased today are larger than 150 sq. ft. in size and would require a Petition and hearings before the Planning Commission to request placing a larger size storage shed on their property.  After some discussion, it was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to amend the Zoning Ordinance and allow for shed size to be increased to 200 sq. ft. in the R1 and R2 Districts.
