Light concessions will be sold for a nominal amount and the movie shown would be rated PG. Streets, Lights & Alleys:  Discussion was held regarding the recent bids submitted for the 2013 Non-MFT Road Project in the Village.   There remains some question about the qualifications of the low bidder; Universal Asphalt and Trustee Alvarado suggested tabling the bids until the next meeting for a discussion with the Village Engineer.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Schrader to table the item.

Police / Public Health & Safety:  Trustee Schrader stated that there had been some burglaries in the community recently and for everyone to lock their vehicles and be aware.
Parks & Recreation:  Trustee Alvarado stated that the Village should consider putting some money aside for future playground equipment.  It was also noted that the Park Concession Stand being built at Neighbors Park would begin during the week of June 17th.
Building / Zoning:  Zoning Officer Spayer stated that the flood assessments will begin soon.

There are also a couple of businesses looking to expand by putting in walk-in coolers.  Attorney Klein stated that flood regulations will have to be checked first.
