Appearance Request:  Ms. Angie Benstine and Ms. Heidi Hendricks presented a Petition signed by neighborhood residents that are in favor of allowing backyard hens / chickens.   There will be no roosters and only laying hens.  They cited reasons to support their Petition including vitamins found in the eggs, the ability for children to learn the responsibility of taking care of a pet, and the fact that the pet owners will provide proper care of the chickens and their coop.  
Discussion was held regarding Covenants and Ordinances and other communities, 

Attorney Klein will try to obtain additional information from other communities and additional discussion will be held at the August Board meeting.
Appearance Request: Mr. Thomas Dempsey presented a Petition signed by his neighbors requesting a 30 ft. berm.  He would like the Village Board to request in writing that Illinois Sand Co. (Northern White Sand) put up a 30 ft. berm near his property as well as the time table for completing it.  As requested by the Board, Village Engineer Heitz will use the Petition to determine where all of the neighbors live surrounding Dempsey’s property.  He will present the additional information at the August Board meeting.
Appearance Request:  Ms. Rebecca Jean spoke to the Board about fences around pools and the Village Ordinance for such.   Ms. Jean stated that she would like the Village Board to review the fencing regulations and how they currently apply to the pools in the community.  There are several pools in the area that are not fenced.  Attorney Klein stated that the Ordinance was adopted in 2010 however any pools that pre-date the Ordinance were ‘grandfathered’ in.  Ms. Jean then asked how the Village could amend the Ordinance to require all pools in the area be fenced.  Trustee Pawlak then asked about insurance regulations.  Ms. Jean stated that the insurance company typically follows the ordinance in the community.  She is concerned about safety of children and small animals.  
Attorney Klein will review other communities and the Board will further discuss at the August Board meeting.

Governmental Affairs:  Trustee Alvarado stated that the Utica Bar Association is having their annual Taste of Utica on 8-24-13 from 1 pm – 11 pm.   They are requesting the closure of Mill St. from 6 am on 8-24-13 through 1 pm on 8-25-13.  The Village Board would like the road opened by 1 am on 8-24-13.  They are also requesting a donation and reimbursement of the insurance cost.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve a donation toward expenses not to exceed $1,500 and the reimbursement of insurance costs not to exceed $300.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  An update was provided about the construction of the concession stand.  The building will begin within a week.  There was a delay due to an inaccurate address and the requirement for Julie locate services.  

Building/Zoning Officer:  Spayer updated the Board about the flood inspections.  14 are completed and the remaining properties are being scheduled for such.  Trustee Jereb asked if the Village will meet the deadline.  Engineer Heitz stated that a completion date shouldn’t be any problem this time as it was in 2008.  

Maintenance Department:  Spayer then stated that he needs a new sewer controller.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve the purchase of a sewer controller in an amount not to exceed $4000.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

ADA- Tim Harris, Chamlin & Associates, will help review this after the flood inspections have been completed.

Culvert – FEMA has determined that the culvert is considered a large project therefore, it will require bidding out before the repairs/replacement can take place.  The engineering has already been done to date so the Village Board decided to pay the fees without turning in to FEMA up to $7,500; so these charges will not have to be bid out.
It was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve payment of the engineering fees for the culvert project not to exceed $7,500.

2868 E. 777th Rd. – The property will require drainage issues to be repaired / replaced.  The cost of such is $15,000.  There are no platted easements for the drainage on the property.  The new property owner, Kotecki, would like to proceed with building the house.  Trustee Jereb stated

that although this isn’t the property owner’s fault, if the Village repairs the issue, it will be done on private property, not public property.  The Village is a taxing body and would be used tax money to make a repair on private property.  Trustee Jereb asked why an annexation agreement was not introduced when the annexation of the property was in question.  Engineer Heitz stated that the Mayor would like to take care of the drainage issue since it has been ongoing.  Trustee Jereb then stated that the Board should uphold the agreement made between the property owner(s) and the Village.  
It was then motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the repairs to the drainage on property at 2868 E. 777th Rd. not to exceed $15,000.
