Appearance:  Mr. Phil Gassman provided an update to the Board regarding issues he had been having with Northern White Sand Co.  They did remove some of the weeds however there are still more to cut down.  There are still two fields remaining that will require mowing.  There are lights up in the area and Mr. Hodges, Northern White Sand Co., stated that this was due to reports of vandalism.  Mr. Gassman asked that the residents in the area be notified if there are concerns of vandalism so that they are aware.   He then asked about the road being chipped and Engineer Heitz stated that the County is in charge of the road program for that.

Engineer’s Report:   Engineer Heitz provided and update of ongoing projects in the Village.

Well 2 – The progress is going well and we hope to have the Well turned back on soon.  We should be coming to a resolution with the EPA.

Streetscape – The project has begun and improvements are being made in the area of Mill St. and Rt. 178.  The fall plantings will begin being planted after some of the hardscape items are complete.  They are putting in the stacked stone right now, along with stamped concrete.

Flood assessments- A letter of assessment will need to be sent out to the property owners by Certified Mail.  

Culvert- The project will begin this week and should take approx. 3 weeks.  Trustee Schrader asked if the culvert would be replaced and the road open by Halloween.  Heitz stated that they have 30 days to complete the project so it should be done by then.

President’s Report:  President Esmond thanked everyone for their continued support throughout his illness and treatments.

Public Comment:  
Mrs. Angie Benstine asked why the item regarding her request to have chickens and laying hens was not voted on by the Board.  The Clerk stated that the Board reviewed the additional information that they requested at the Committee meeting in August and decided that they would not be amending the Animal Control Ordinance therefore a vote was not necessary.

Mrs. Benstine stated that the chickens were her children’s pets and 4H project and that now that they have been removed, they are very upset.  
Trustee Alvarado stated that we just need to enforce our Ordinances.  
Trustee Jereb stated that changing the Ordinance would make the subdivisions with Covenants have to take it upon themselves to try to enforce it if their covenants don’t allow for livestock.
Mrs. Benstine stated that she was unaware that this was not allowed by Village Ordinance and that when she found out she tried to go through the legal process to bring the matter to the Board.  

Committee / Trustee Comments:  

Trustee Alvarado asked about abandoned Mobile homes on Grove St.   Trustees Schrader and Stewart have been speaking with property owners about the abandoned properties and will have additional information at the Committee Meeting.
Trustee Pawlak stated that there are kids riding bikes on the sidewalks downtown.  Spayer said that there are signs posted however maybe we can add a couple additional.
Trustee Stewart asked for a contact at the DNR to determine if the washed out area will be repaired prior to the Canal Connection Race.  The Clerk will provide him with a number for Mr. Dan Bell
With no additional business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 pm.  Motion made by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Schrader.
