Building/Zoning Officer:

Discussion then took place regarding a request by Lisle Elsbury, Two Wise Fools, LLC (Duffy’s) to place a dumpster behind his building on Village property.   The Board authorized Zoning Officer Spayer to meet with Elsbury to determine the placement.  He will advise at the next meeting.

Appearance Request:  Ms. Kathy Wujek was absent

Appearance Request:  Mr. & Mrs. Illman  stated that sulfate was discharged onto their property in August 2013.  They contact the EPA who then took samples.  Attorney Klein advised them that they had contacted the correct agency to report their concerns.  Mr. Illman asked if the Village had any Ordinance to enforce the discharge.  Northern White Sand Co. does not have a permit to do so.  Attorney Klein stated that this would be enforced by the EPA.   They also asked about lights that are seen from ¼ mile away and they are very bright and very distracting.  Attorney Klein stated that they could convey this directly to Northern White Sand.
Appearance Request:  Mr. Thomas Dempsey stated that he would like to be hooked up when Northern White Sand receives their NPDES permit.    He also asked about the Berm that is to be constructed near his property.  He is requesting a 30ft berm.  Attorney Klein stated that due to the pending litigation between the property owners and the Village, he is unable to answer any questions in this regard.  He advised that their Attorney contact him directly if he has any questions.  

Mr. Clay Kreiser, 2803rd road, then stated that he just moved to the area and he would like a contact number so that he can speak with someone from Northern White Sand regarding bright lights near his property as well as the height of the proposed berm.

Attorney’s Report:  The Village is going to purchase lots 12, 13, and 14 on Grove St.  from the property owner in the amount of $6,000 less any outstanding charges with the Village.
It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Jereb to make the purchase which was Ordinance 2013-28.

Mayor Alvarado will also try to contact someone at the Company.

Mayor Alvarado stated that the Utica Baptist Church has requested signage on the corner of Mill St. and Church St.   Alvarado suggested adding a panel to the kiosk sign which would say ‘Churches’ and have arrows indicating  the direction of the Baptist Church and St. Mary’s Church.
