Finance Liaison:  Trustee Jereb spoke about the renewal of IMLRMA Municipal Insurance for 2014.  The cost has increased by approximately $5,000.  The Village has had recent claims, in addition to an increase in the Village Bond schedule and an increase in vehicles and equipment that have led to the increase in the premium.  Option #2 would be two payments; 1 in November 2013 and 1 in May 2014 in the amount of $30,559.48 each respectively.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the renewal of the Municipal Insurance with Illinois Municipal League, utilizing option #2 to make the payments.

The Tax Levy was then discussed.  The Village has realized an increase in EAV for the year due to the 3 additional buildings being assessed at Unimin Corp.  The increase would raise the Village’s ability to Levy for additional taxes, however a Public Hearing would be needed.  The Board, after some discussion, has decided to levy a lower amount, under the maximum 5% allowed by law.  This would drop the Village tax rate from .19488 down to .14785.  The matter was tabled until the December meeting for final discussion and approval.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to table the item.  Attorney Klein will prepare the Ordinance for consideration at the December 11, 2013 Board meeting.

The Board was provided information on plans with 12/1/13 renewals as well as 1/1/14 renewals which also included the Humana renewal.  Humana is the Village’s current insurance carrier.  After some discussion about the plans and the deductibles, out of pocket costs, life insurance benefits and associated premiums, it was decided that the Village would consider a renewal with BCBSIL Insurance through Zamin Insurance Co. in Oglesby, IL.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Bernardoni to approve the new insurance plan with BCBSIL for a 12/1/13 renewal date and an approximate premium cost of $1,330.72 which also includes the life insurance benefit.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Engineer Heitz was able to provide a brief update of the progress on the new concession stand at Neighbor’s Park.   There are a few things that need to be addressed yet.  A quote of $125 - $150 to winterize the building was obtained and the Board agreed that this would be something needed as the Maintenance Department has so many projects right now.  Some of the doors have been installed.  Power washing still remains along with a few details.
Water/Sewer Liaison:  Trustee Pawlak spoke about the purchase of additional water meters to keep the residential meter program moving forward.  The timeline has been approx. 2 – 3 months to receive the orders.  It was then motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Schweickert to approve the purchase of an additional 100 meters at a cost not to exceed $20,500.
