Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Spayer asked the Board to consider the purchase of a privately owned 2005 backhoe in the amount of $34,500 to help aid the department with larger needs.  The department has been renting the equipment and it would be essential to have a large backhoe to help with water main breaks.  It was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Bernardoni to approve the purchase of the backhoe in an amount not to exceed $34,500.

Engineer’s Report:  Village Engineer Kevin Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

Flood Assessments- Engineer Heitz spoke with Paul Osland regarding the Flood Assessments and confirmed that they do not need to be submitted; they just need to be kept on file.

Trailers/Lots- He needs to submit the survey information on the Lots the Village is buying on Grove St. to Attorney Klein.

ADA- a meeting will be held with Mayor Alvarado, Engineer Heitz, Trustee Schweickert (Governmental Affairs Liaison) and the businesses that have been notified for the need to make changes to their buildings to become compliant with ADA.

President’s Report:  NONE

Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein spoke about the need to rescind Ordinances 2011-03 and 2013-30 and to adopt a new Ordinance with additional language regarding the Potable water supply at the former gas station on Church St.   The property owner is working to finish some paperwork and the IEPA needs the correct language in the Ordinance to define that the area will not be used for water supply in the future.   Ordinance 2014-01 prohibits the use of groundwater as a water supply on that property.  It was then motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve Ordinance 2014-01.

Public Comment:  

Attorney Walt Zukowski, representing local concerned citizens who are concerned about the proposed sand mine.  He stated that due to the weather his office was unable to provide items for the Board Meeting Agenda.  He would appreciate the opportunity to be able to present expert witnesses and testimony and to be able to provide commentary at the January 15, 2014 Public Hearing regarding the Petition of Aramoni, LLC.  
Mayor Alvarado stated that Attorney Zukowski would have to wait until the Public Hearing to make any requests.  The Planning Commission is not present at this meeting and the Hearing is the place where this should be discussed.

Attorney Zukowksi said that he just wanted to come and express his request to make himself available along with other information that he feels would be needed before a decision is made.

Attorney Klein then advised the Board that they should not comment, respond or ask any questions at this time.  Although the Petitioner was present in the audience, the members of the Planning Commission are not present and it was stated at the last Hearing that we would continue on January 15, 2014 at 6 pm.   He also advised Attorney Zukowski that all evidence needs to be presented at the Hearing; this is not the correct meeting.  All documents intended to be part of the Hearing need to be filed into evidence at the Hearing.  This is the only way it can become part of the record.  Attorney Zukowski thanked the Board for their time.

Mr. Thomas Kelly Dempsey, 2803rd road, Utica Twp.:  Mr. Dempsey had some questions that he would like answered regarding hydrogen sulfide.

1. Where is the source?

2. Where is it present?

3. How can its’ presence be legal?

4. Who starts the plan to stop it?

Mr. Dempsey stated that he can smell hydrogen sulfide on this property.  

Mayor Alvarado asked if Mr. Dempsey contacted the EPA as she had advised.  He stated that he had.

He also asked the Village Board to provide him an answer to his request for hooking up to the tile when they receive their NPDES Permit.
