Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison: Discussion was held regarding amendment to the snow removal Ordinance. Maintenance Department:

The 2004 Chevy has been having some transmission issues.  It has 55,000 miles on it.  Public Works Director Spayer will bring estimates for repairs to the next meeting.  

Engineer’s Report:  

Flood Assessments-Engineer Heitz will have to set up a meeting with Curt and the property owners to speak to them about their property and the flood assessed value.

Illinois River Bridge- the Village will have a participation in path lighting for the project.  There will also be some possible participation depending on the location of the discharge.

ADA- a meeting was held with the Businesses.  The Village will have to review the possible ramps that will help the building become compliant. Then a Village standard can be chosen to define the look of the ramps, and the impact to the Village sidewalks, etc.

Maps- New updated zoning, enterprise zone and TIF maps will be adopted by the Village at the March Board meeting.

President’s Report:   Mayor Alvarado asked the Board to consider placing the gaming revenue in a separate ‘line item’ within the general fund so that it might be used for beautification / sidewalk and brick repairs in the business district.  Trustee Schrader asked about setting it aside for events.  It was noted by the Clerk that this currently comes from Fund #70 because it is tourism related.  It was decided that this would be further discussed at the Committee of the Whole meeting.  

Mayor Alvarado then spoke about a sculpture being donated to the Village.  It represents the Tornado victims and she suggested planning a dedication for the sculpture in April which will be the 10th anniversary of the Tornado.  It would be set within the landscape of the Memorial and a design for such will be brought to a future meeting for consideration.  The sculpture will be brought to the Village for the Board to see at the next meeting.  Further discussion will take place at that time.
Attorney’s Report: NONE
Public Comment:  Mr. Thomas Dempsey spoke about his property.  He would like the answers to the questions he asked at the last meeting.  He did contact the EPA and Attorney Klein stated that this is the correct Agency for him to contact.  Mr. Dempsey then asked if the village is required to fund a hydrology study. He also asked about the impact this is having on the Village water supply. He is concerned about his well and the nearby sand mine’s impact on it. 
Attorney Klein then stated that the Village’s Well2 has been shut down.  It has been tested and is now producing compliant water.  
Engineer Heitz asked Mr. Dempsey if he had been offered a well protection agreement from Northern White Sand.

Mr. Dempsey stated that he will not sign an agreement with them.

Mr. Dempsey then asked if a sound meter was donated would the Village use it to monitor the decibels.  

Mayor Alvarado stated that the Village would have to take it under consideration if / when a donation would be presented.
