Appearance Request:  Linda Moyer-Halm re: documentation about an easement that is on her property containing poison ivy.  She would like the Village to make arrangements to remove the poison ivy and maintain the area.  She produced a document from February 1979 showing the granting of an easement on her property.  She would also like the pump station in the area painted and maintained.  She also stated that if the poison ivy is not removed, she would charge rent for the easement space in the amount of $200 per day through Memorial Day.  Attorney Klein stated that the easement was done without another agreement outlining any remediation of the poison ivy including any exchange of money.  The Mayor then stated that Ms. Halm should provide her request in writing for further consideration.  The Village Board agreed.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bernardoni asked Attorney Klein to summarize changes to be considered in the Ordinance regarding snow removal. The amendment to the Ordinance will require vehicles to be off all Village streets after a 2” snowfall and after 12 hours with no posting required. Engineer’s Report:  Village Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

Heitz then spoke about a new program releasing federal funds to communities to use for road improvements.   Utica will receive $12,700 annually and it is allocated to improvements on the Village portion of Hallett road and Mill St. 
Heitz also then announced a meeting would take place between IDOT, IDNR and the Village to discuss the Illinois River Bridge on 3-20-14 at the Village Hall.  

Flood Assessments- Engineer Heitz will set up a meeting with the two property owners to discuss their flood assessments. 

An item regarding a property located along Rt. 178 that needs driveway access.  The property owner was told that the Village would make the decision, however since it is a state owned road it will be IDOT’s decision.  He will contact the property owner to let him know.

President’s Report:  The revenue the Village receives from gaming could be set in a separate line item within the general fund for the purpose of using it for projects within the downtown business district.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to authorize the gaming revenue to be placed in a separate line item within the general fund.
