Appearance Request:  Mr. Thomas Kelly Dempsey, 1083 N. 2803rd Road, spoke to the Board about his previous requests for a 30 ft. berm on his property, the ability to hook up to the NPDES permit, the lighting that shines brightly on his property from Northern White Sand and the possibility that coal deposits will be removed from the area.  He also asked about the Village’s Ordinance that does not require surrounding property owners to be served notice prior to a Public Hearing.  Attorney Klein explained that the Village approved an Ordinance that would require Publishing of the Notice as well and signs posted on the Petitioner’s property. The Village also serves taxing bodies – Fire Department, Library and Township) 

This is what is required by law.  After some additional discussion about Mr. Dempsey’s requests, it was decided that the Board would consider approving a written letter to Northern White Sand requesting a berm up to 30 ft. on Mr. Dempsey’s property.

It will be on the 4-22-14 Special meeting of the Board of Trustees. 
Appearance Request:  Mrs. Linda Moyer-Halm, 780 N. 2853rd Road, spoke to the Board about her previous request for maintenance to be performed on an easement located on her property.  She would like the poison ivy plants removed.  Mayor Alvarado asked if she had put her request in writing as was requested at the previous two meetings.  She stated that she had not yet written a request but would do that right away.  The Board will then consider her request and make a decision.
She also provided her opinion about the Village website and changes that need to be made.

She also spoke about the City of LaSalle Comprehensive Plan.  

Lastly, she announced that there will be a meeting for flood coalition on Monday at 9 am in Ottawa.  Mayor Alvarado stated that Public Works Director Curt Spayer would be attending that meeting on behalf of the Village.

Mayor Alvarado then asked Trustee Bernardoni if he was able to determine the needs of upgrading or replacing the tornado siren.  He stated that he did check some areas and could hear the siren well.  She suggested he look at the Trailer Court area to determine if it can be heard well there.

Parks & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Stewart spoke about the needs for the Fields at the parks.  The cost will be $1,644.  It was then motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee Schwieckert to approve the expense incurred by the Utica Little League in the amount of $1,644.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update for the Board of ongoing projects in the Village. 

Flood Assessments:  one property owner has been contacted and is interested in raising the home.  He is trying to make contact with the other property owner.

Village Roads- Discussion was held about a striping machine that the Village could purchase for the purpose of being able to keep up on the striping of lots and roads.  It would cost an estimated $5,000.  Hallet road maintenance was also discussed.  Engineer Heitz will first speak with LaSalle to ask if they are interested in doing repairs to their section of Hallet Rd. this year.  He will also contact Advanced Asphalt about the condition of the roads after the road program the Village did in 2013.

NCICG: They will have someone attend an upcoming meeting to discuss resubmitting the Grant application for Johnson St. water project as well as possible sewer grants for the discharge pipe on Rt. 178 if needed. 

2803rd Road: It was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Schwieckert to approve the participation with the County in repairs on 2803rd and 9th and 10th roads in an amount not to exceed $35,000.
