MINUTES

At 7:08 pm the meeting was called to Order by Village President Gloria Alvarado who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Joe Bernardoni, John Schweickert, Kevin Stewart, Ron Pawlak, Matt Jereb and Jim Schrader.  Also present were Village Engineer Kevin Heitz and Village Attorney Herb Klein.

Shug Grosenbach, NCICG, began the Public Hearing to discuss a Grant application for a Water Project on Johnson and Church St.  The total of the Project would be approximately $673,120.  The Village is seeking a CDAP Grant in the amount of $450,000.  Engineer Heitz stated that the current water lines were installed in the early 1900’s.  Although the water remains safe, it does have an odor and a rusty color.  Also replacing the water lines can aid in fire protection.  The Village will also submit a Capital Improvement Plan outlining other projects and associated costs that the will need to be considered during the next 5+ years. 
There were no questions or comments and at 7:22 pm a motion was made by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee Schweickert to close the Public Hearing.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

He stated that a road (West St.) has been staked.  He will provide a letter of such to Barney so that we can have a document signed allowing the Village to hold the Fireworks on his property.  

Bray Property – She is requesting a sewer check valve.  This will be further discussed in Committee.

Wright Dr. – The road / asphalt was cleaned up by Advanced Asphalt.

Bennett Property – They would like to hook up to Village water and sewer.  This will be further discussed in Committee.

The item regarding the Illinois River Bridge was discussed.  There are additional costs to the Village if the bike path is in concrete from Dee Bennett Road over the Bridge to Starved Rock.  The Board has decided that asphalt pavement will be fine.  

Discussion was also held regarding the responsibility of the Village for the bike path and the sewer discharge pipe. 

The cost to put in a new sewer discharge pipe could be as much as $550,000.  It was decided that Engineer Heitz will contact IDOT to tell them that the Village would like to meet to discuss the project as well as funding options.  

Engineer Heitz then stated that he will speak with LaSalle regarding a joint effort to make repairs to Hallet Road.

It was also determined that the Maintenance Department will rent striping equipment to take care of the Village Streets and Lots.

The contractor will be back in the Village to replace the signage on the stone and to determine the needs in the plant areas.  

Attorney’s Report: NONE

President’s Report:  

Mayor Alvarado asked the Board to consider closure of Mill St. from Church to Canal St. on weekends.  It would be from 11:30 – 7 pm on Saturdays and Sundays to promote outdoor dining and a walking friendly environment.  The Canal Market will also take place on the first Sunday of each month from June through September.  This will also bring families to the area and closing the street to offer outdoor dining options could be a wonderful addition to the business community.  The Board thought that the Business Association should be asked at their next meeting and with their consensus there could be a trial closure on June 1, 2014 along with the first Canal Market event.

The item regarding a Multi-Modal Feasibility Study and Village participation in the amount of $6,500 was tabled.  It was motioned by Trustee Schweickert, seconded by Trustee Stewart to table the item.
