MINUTES
At  7:46 pm the Special meeting of the Village Board was called to Order by Village President Gloria Alvarado who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were Village Clerk Laurie Gbur, Village Attorney Herb Klein, Village Engineer Kevin Heitz and Trustees Joe Bernardoni, Kevin Stewart, Ron Pawlak, Matt Jereb and Jim Schrader.  Trustee John Schweickert was absent.

Attorney Klein stated that the Village Board was present for the Public Hearing regarding a Petition by Unimin Corporation.  The Village Board was able to hear all of the testimony, see all of the evidence presented and hear the deliberation of the Planning Commission.  

Attorney Klein then provided a summary of the Petition seeking Height Variances for the construction of certain structures. He stated that in 2011 Unimin Corp. annexed land and was given a Special Use for Mining as well as Variances.   In 2013 Unimin annexed land and was granted a Special Use for Mining.  A Well Protection Agreement is also in place.  They are seeking Variances to construct additional buildings to increase their operation.  Building permits will result in $179,400.  This will also increase their EAV and property taxes.  They will also add approx. 45 additional jobs.  
The Planning Commission discussed the Petition.  Member Fry stated that the Village should look at the long range plans for the Community and ask for a greater financial benefit.  Other Planning Commission Members asked questions about noise, traffic and rail facilities.  The evidence presented included lighting shields to minimize impact, white noise alarms to minimize noise levels and a project they are working on with CSX to do all switching on the east side of the plant to minimize rail delays.  They will be adding approx. 5 trucks per hour in traffic, production at the facility will approx. double and they stated that they will discuss putting in a concrete intersection along with trees on Lincoln. St.  

The Planning Commission recommended approval of the Petition to grant height Variances to Unimin Corporation.  4 Yes; Members Hamilton, Munson, Chapman and Skoog.  1 No; Member Fry.  Member Gift recused himself from the Hearing.

Trustee Jereb asked when Unimin would need brighter lighting.  Mr. Jungers, Unimin Corporation, stated that this would be needed during maintenance of the plant.  They are installing the light shields to minimize regular light impact and they have made a big difference already.

Trustee Jereb then asked about the increase in truck traffic and the rail delays.  

Mr. Jungers stated that they will be adding approx. 5 trucks per hour and they are working toward loading all rail cars with the switching to the east to minimize rail delays as much as possible.

Trustee Jereb then asked the Board if anyone feels the same as Member Fry.  

Trustee Bernardoni stated that the Village just needs to look at the impacts to 2803rd road and Lincoln St.   It was stated by Engineer Heitz that they will be discussing a concrete intersection on Lincoln Street along with planting some trees.  
Mayor Alvarado then also noted that the berms that Unimin put along 2803rd road look very nice.  

It was then motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the height Variances for Unimin Corporation.  Ord. 2014-17
