Trustee Jereb then asked if the other businesses located along Mill St. were contacted and in agreement with a road closure from 10 am – 5 pm that day for the event.  Ms. Stillwell stated that she had spoken to the businesses and they thought it was a good idea and that this would be a great event.  Mayor Alvarado stated that she attended the Business Association meeting and the other businesses are in support of the event. Public Works Director Spayer stated that he is in the process of getting estimates for the Lincoln St. drainage project.  He will bring them to the board for consideration once he has received them. 

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

IL. River Bridge – There will be an Open House Public Hearing on Sept. 18, 2014 to discuss the project and design.  The Village is still checking into the possibility that the sewer discharge pipe would have to be moved and the associated cost.  State financial assistance is hopeful since the Village has not budgeted for such a costly project.  The pipe has been in for more than 70 years. 

Streetscape- Mulch has been placed in the fenced areas.  The contractor is now going to have to address a list of items that need replaced or are missing.  Trustee Jereb asked if the project would be complete by Burgoo.  Engineer Heitz stated that this is the date they are working toward to close out the project.
Flood Assessments – Heitz met with property owners and they are discussing their options.

Mill St. Design – Options for the design of the new sidewalk and trees on Mill St. were discussed.  A final design will be brought to the next Committee meeting.  The Board can then choose to authorize the engineer to go out for bids on the project with a start date of October 13, 2014 after the Burgoo.  It would be completed prior to the Veteran’s Day Parade.

President’s Report:  

Mayor Alvarado stated that she received a letter from IDOT regarding the proposed signage along Rt. 178 alerting traffic to the Carriage rides in the Village.  They have indicated that they are looking at the impact to traffic in that area and will determine whether signage is needed.  

She then presented a summary of the September 3, 2014 Planning Commission meeting.   There was a presentation by IVAC regarding economic development and the Multi Modal Transportation Feasibility Study.  The Planning Commission recommended that the Village participate in the study up to $6,500.  The Board agreed that since the Village is smaller than some of the other participating communities, the amount should reflect that.   After some discussion it was then motioned by Trustee Schweickert, seconded by Trustee Jereb to approve participation in the amount of $2,000 to the Multi Modal Feasibility Study.
