Park & Recreation Liaison: Trustee Stewart asked when the Plaque would be in for Neighbor’s Park.  The Clerk stated that it should be in within 2 weeks.  He then asked Maintenance Supervisor Curt Spayer if the weeds could be sprayed and removed at the park.  Spayer stated that he would take care of it.

Water / Sewer Liaison: NONE

Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader stated that the Police Chief has his plan ready for Burgoo weekend. Trustee Bernardoni asked about the Officers coming from other departments and why they would receive premium pay.  It was then stated that there is an Intergovernmental Agreement between law enforcement agencies that would be used to obtain additional Officers for the weekend.  The departments will invoice the Village separately.  The average will be approx. $50 per Officer.  This will cover the Officer, squad, Insurance and Work Comp.  The Officers on the Village payroll will receive their Special Event pay.

Maintenance Department: 

Spayer stated that there is an issue with the pipe and drainage at an area off of Lincoln St.   The area will require televising of the pipes and cleaning out of debris.  Estimates will be brought to the Committee meeting for consideration by the Board.

Spayer then stated that a transducer is needed for the sewer plant.  The cost is approx. $2,500. 

It was then motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve the purchase of a new transducer in an amount not to exceed $2,500.

Engineer’s Report:  
The cost of repairs to a water main break along Rt. 178 was discussed.  A contractor called in the location for utility marking.  The Julie Co. made an error and contacted Peru to mark the water utility; Utica was not contacted.   Although there were hydrants in the immediate the contractor began to dig.  Pohar was contacted by Spayer for the emergency repair and the cost of such was $3044.30.  This cost, along with the cost of 500,000 gals. of water, will be billed to the contractor that hit the main, for reimbursement.
It was then motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Schweickert to approve payment of the Pohar Invoice in the amount of $3,044.30.

Unimin- They will plant trees along Lincoln St. extension, improve the intersection near the Unimin entrance and create a ‘turn out’ area to view the new plaque installed recognizing the former company that was located in that area. 
Sewer plant berm – further investigation of the berm will need to be done.  There is vegetation growing in the lagoon that also needs immediate attention.  

Illinois River Bridge – Engineer Heitz has surveyed the area of the sewer discharge pipe and will submit the information to IDOT.

Streetscape – Copenhaver needs to come back to address plants that need replaced and other items on the punch list.  
Cajun Bait – The drainage issue has to do with the sewer plant berm and it will need to be addressed as a whole. 

Sidewalk repairs – Repairs / replacement of several areas of sidewalk are needed.  There are areas near the bridge, Post Office, the corner of Mill St., the corner of Division St. and a larger area near the Library.   The estimate from Wozniak Concrete is $8,362.  It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Schweickert to approve the sidewalk repairs and the estimate from Wozniak Concrete in the amount of $8,362.

President’s Report:  The Aramoni, LLC Special Use was discussed.  They are requesting that the time limit of the Special Use permit be extended until February 5, 2017.  It was motioned by Trustee Schweickert, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the request.  Ord 2014-23

Public Comment:

Mayor Alvarado then read a Press Release she had sent to the News Tribune.  Mr. Peter Limberger was interviewed by the paper and an article was printed that stated that he would not consider Utica to build a brewery as a result of the surrounding sand mine operations.  
Mr. Keith Pearse then stated that they are still very interested in bringing a brewery to Utica and that there has been and continues to be ongoing dialogue regarding the project. 

Mr. Shawn Svasda, then asked if the Utica Business Association had had any comments regarding the sand mining in the area.  Trustee Schweickert stated that he attends the Business Association meetings and they have not made any negative comments.  Mayor Alvarado agreed.

Mr. Rick Coleman, asked if he could request that Aramoni plant trees near his property since Unimin is planting trees along Lincoln St.   Mayor Alvarado stated that he could make the request to the company.

The Board then spoke about the increase in traffic coming to the Village and the backup it creates at the intersection of Rt. 6 and Rt. 178.   Trustee Bernardoni asked about a traffic light at the intersection.  Engineer Heitz stated that there is some preliminary survey work being done in that area by IDOT however it is not in their plans yet.  

Planning Commission Member Bill Fry then stated that he counted 135 trucks in 1 ½ hours while he participated in the Knights of Columbus fundraiser at Rt. 6 and Rt. 178.  Discussion then took place regarding how much of that truck traffic was for the Conway terminal east of Rt. 6 and how many were from out of state.

Mr. Monty Whipple then stated that he hopes the Aramoni facility will have berms that look nice and are kept mowed and landscaped.  Mayor Alvarado then stated that the berm along 2803rd Rd near Unimin property looks really nice.  

Ms. Lydia Jordan, on behalf of C.O.R.E., stated that she was formally objecting to the Special Use Permit for Aramoni LLC.  Their opinion is that the permits should not have been granted. They maintain that this has impacted the surrounding community because of the particulate matter in the air, depletion of groundwater, additional truck traffic and the loss of agricultural heritage.
