Appearance Request:  Ms. Amy Trimble introduced herself to the Board.  She is the new Concessionaire at Starved Rock Lodge.  She has a vast amount of previous experience in several different positions including City Administrator, Executive with a Visitors’ Bureau and Hotel Management.  She will be attending future meetings of the Village Board and the Utica Business Association and would like to become involved in the community.   Mayor Alvarado welcomed Ms. Trimble to the Village.

Appearance Request:  Utica Business Association President, Chris Miller, spoke to the Board about upcoming 2015 Events. Building / Zoning Enforcement:  NONE

Maintenance Dept.:  Public Works Director Spayer stated that he is still waiting to hear from Ms. Bray regarding estimates to install a check valve.

IEPA – inspections went well.  There is a corroded composite sampler that is needed in an estimated amount of $3,832.  It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve the purchase of the composite sampler in an amount not to exceed $4,500.

Spayer then stated that recently there were issues at the north water tower.  The heat tape failed and the chlorine injection line failed.  It has been repaired, but there may be a need to build a structure over the lines to prevent these issues from happening in the future.

He also stated that work on Well 1 is underway and going well.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects.

FEMA – The Village is waiting for payment of approximately $73,000 from FEMA for work that was completed on the Culvert in Senica Manor.   All paperwork is being reviewed and hopefully the payment will be received soon.

Streetscape- The contractor will be coming back in early spring to address the issues that remain with the project.  These include electrical work, sealing of the sidewalks and replacing the letters on the stone signage.   The Village will work toward creating a bid package to put out to local contractors that would be interested in maintaining the streetscape plantings.  
Comprehensive Plan - Engineer Heitz and Attorney Klein are working on a list of companies that may be interested in updating the Village Comprehensive Plan.  They will create a draft and provide the list to the Board at a future meeting.   

Flood Inspections- Letters resulting from inspections after the April 2013 flood will be sent via Certified Mail to all flood assessed property owners.  The Village will now have to track the percentage that results after any additional flood damage; the percentage of damage will be cumulative.  Any percentage over 50% will require elevation or removal of the structure.

2803rd Culvert project – The culvert will be finished in March.

Water main project – The Johnson St. Water main project will be presented to the Board as a final estimate at the February Board meeting.  The project will then be bid out and the project can be awarded at the March Board meeting. 

Mill St. Design – Heitz will present final estimates to the Board at the February meeting.  The project will be bid out and the project can be awarded at the March Board meeting.
President’s Report:  There were several businesses that shoveled the snow back out onto the street after the plowing had been completed.  Trustee Schweickert asked if the businesses could leave some of the snow on the edge of the sidewalks and just create a path for walking.  The Board agreed.

He also stated that Unimin has offered to fund a new scoreboard at Carey Memorial Park.  The Board thanked Unimin for their continued support of the community.

Trustee Pawlak stated that Trucks on Mill St. and parking in the Mill St. lots were becoming a problem.  Spayer will put up signs for ‘no trucks allowed’ and Chief Wren will enforce truck traffic in the business district.

With no additional business, it was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to adjourn the meeting at 8:12 pm.
