Appearance: Mr. Vic Washelesky, LaSalle County Highway Department, spoke to the Board about the plans to construct a shared use bike path along Dee Bennett Road from Utica to the half-way house located east of the Lock and Dam.  The project would address issues with safety along the road and the impact of flood events on the Army Corp of Engineers and the Lock and Dam area.  The current road would become a shared use path and a new road would be constructed at a higher elevation.   The $11,000,000 project would take approx. 7 – 8 years and they have applied for a Grant for Phase 1 engineering.  They asked the Village for a letter of support that could be included with their Grant Application.   The Board thanked Mr. Washelesky and stated that they look forward to seeing the project completed.   Later on in the meeting, it was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve a letter of support for the LaSalle County Hwy. Dept. Shared Use Path project.

Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein provided a summary of the Public Hearing that was held earlier in the evening.   A Petition was submitted by Mr. and Mrs. David Reed to request that a piece of Public property near their home located at 426 W. Canal St. be vacated by the Village.

They have been mowing and maintaining the property for several years.  Attorney Klein stated that since the Reed’s own land on both sides of the Public Property, upon vacation of such, all of the property will become the Reeds’.  There was no opposition at the Hearing and Mr. Reed has stated that he will pay all fees associated with vacating the property.  It was then motioned by Trustee Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Schweickert to approve Ordinance 2015-01 to vacate the Public property located on Canal St.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director, Curt Spayer, spoke to the Board about ongoing projects.
Asphalt Seam Sealer – Discussion was held about the purchase of an asphalt seam sealer.  A new one would cost $30,955 after the current equipment is traded in.   It was decided that before the Village would purchase additional equipment, we would need an estimate of what a contractor would charge to come in and seal everything.   Spayer will bring estimates to the Board at a future meeting.  

GIS Mapping Software - Spayer contacted IRWA to determine if they do mapping of water / sewer lines.  It would cost the Village up to $5,000 to map water lines and shut off’s etc.
It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Schrader to approve the purchase of a GIS mapping system.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz spoke to the Board about ongoing projects in the Village.

Engineer Heitz spoke about the Landscape Bid package and schedule.  Everyone will review the document and provide changes.  We will publish prior to February 19th requesting bids on the project.  A bid will tentatively be awarded on March 11, 2015 at the Village Board meeting.  
Flood Assessments:   Heitz is still working with Tim Harris from Chamlin & Associates, and Spayer to determine the correct formulas.  Then letters will be sent via certified.  

IDOT – Kevin still has to get them the information on the sewer pipe.

 Mill St. Design.  -  The schedule has changed on the bidding on the project.  The bids may not be due until April on the 6th or 7th to allow the Board extra time to explore options with replacing the water main etc.
