Attorney’s Report:  Attorney Klein provided a brief summary of the Public Hearing held at 6:30 pm on 3-11-15 for the Petition of Lori and Dan Munson seeking rezoning for their property located at 122 Water St., Utica.  They would like the property rezoned from Commercial C-2 to Residential R-1.  Their business, a resale shop that was located on the lower level, was adversely affected by the April 2013 flood and they decided not to re-open.  The property is for sale and they are seeking residential zoning for that purpose.  Attorney Klein also stated that the current Special Use that was granted in 2010 when the property was rezoned from residential to commercial would expire upon rezoning.  There were no objectors at the Hearing and the Planning Commission unanimously voted to recommend approval of the zoning change.  It was then motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the R-1 rezoning of property located at 122 Water St.  Ord. 2015-03

President’s Report:  Mayor Alvarado welcomed Mr. Matt Cetwinski as a Planning Commission Member and he then took the Oath of Office.  

Mayor Alvarado then asked for a Motion to approve R15-03, a resolution asking the Governor not to cut Local Government Funding by 50% due to the impact on local government.

It was motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to approve resolution R15-03.

Appearance Request:  Ms. Kathleen Diluciano addressed the Village Board about the Waltham School Referendum which will be on the Election Ballot on April 7, 2015.  The Waltham School Board has had several meetings with community involvement and they have decided that they would like to build a new Waltham School where the current North campus is located.  The cost of a new school would be approx. $6.9 million.  They are striving for consolidation of both campuses to “One Waltham”.  Both of the current buildings are in need of major renovations with regard to safety and security as well as the lack of space that is now necessary for the amount of children attending.  Ms. Diluciano stated that one campus would decrease time that children spend on the bus; currently it is as much as an hour each way.  One Campus would also eliminate the need for faculty to travel back and forth on a daily basis.  The new school would contain a new library, media center and gym as well as additional space for classrooms.  Waltham would like to invite residents to attend one of the upcoming informational meetings to learn more.  The meetings will be held on 3-16-15 from 6-8 pm at the south campus and on 3-24-15 from 6-8 pm at the north campus.   The Village Board thanked Ms. Diluciano for coming to the meeting.

Appearance Request:  Mr. Andy Skoog addressed the Village Board about the ongoing water issue he is having in the basement of his building located on Mill St.  He has contacted two Engineers, a professional basement contractor, and roto-rooter all in an effort to find the cause and eliminate the problem.  They have pumped the water out continuously; as much as 50 – 60 gallons per hour.  It is now getting into the walk-in freezer where fresh produce and beer are kept by the tenant who own Skoog’s Pub.  Andy asked about the Village’s well {Well 1} having been off for the past two months and whether that could create the water issue he is dealing with by raising the level of the water table.  Engineer Heitz stated that in theory that well should not impact the local water table.  Troy Skoog then stated that they have owned the building for 16 years and have never had any issues with water in the basement.  Trustee Bernardoni asked if the engineer’s that looked at the basement felt that it was a water leak of the Village water main.  Andy stated that they are not sure where it could be coming from but it is more than just a small amount of seepage.

Engineer Heitz stated that the Village took some measures to eliminate the probability of it being a Village related issue.  They tested the water for the presence of chemicals; there were no trace minerals.   They had a sound technician come to test to eliminate the possibility of it being a broken main.  It does not contain chlorine or sewage therefore they believe it to be ground water.   Mayor Alvarado asked where the water was being pumped to and Troy stated that it is being pumped into a floor drain.  Troy then stated that they need to get the water issue controlled because the tenant is taking legal action.   Mayor Alvarado asked if the sidewalk and storm sewer behind the building near the ATT building was checked yet.  Engineer Heitz stated that the storm sewer is not sinking, the sidewalk is actually raised up in that area due to the cold weather.  The storm sewers were full of ice at the time they were trying to check them, but the sanitary sewers were flowing well.   Andy then asked why the Village Well hadn’t been turned back on yet.  Engineer Heitz stated that the process of re-casing the well was very intrusive and some bacteria were cited in the test so they had to treat it and take another test.  Until the tests come out clean, they can’t turn the well back on.  Heitz also stated that the Village can’t be held responsible for someone’s water issue if the Village infrastructure has been ruled out.  The water was tested and there were no chemicals, therefore it is not a water main.  Trustee Schrader asked if the well could be turned on and just dumped in the creek for now to determine if having the well on alleviates the problem in Skoog’s basement.  Heitz responded that there is no way to bypass without pumping. Trustee Jereb asked Andy if the water was coming in from the front.  Troy answered that the water is now approx. 20ft in from the front of the basement.  When they had the basement contractor come in, it did stay dry for about three days, however then it started coming in even worse.  He specializes in drying out basements from water and moisture and he said he had never seen anything like this before.  Troy then asked the Board for their help.  Heitz stated that now that things are thawing out a bit, he will look at the storm sewers with Public Works Director Spayer.  Trustee Jereb asked when the well would be turned back on.  Heitz stated that the decision would be up to Spayer and Licensed Water Operator Jim Vohs after a test comes back showing no bacteria.

Zavsza stated that they are looking for additional donations to fund a new scoreboard at Carey Memorial Park.  They will also need the field supplies and he will provide estimates for the next meeting.  He also stated that the concrete near the batting cages needs dirt filled in around them.

Water / Sewer Liaison:  Trustee Pawlak asked Engineer Heitz to present the bids for the Johnson and Church St. Water Main projects.  Heitz explained that we applied for a CDAP Grant on two occasions but it was not awarded to the Village.  We went out for separate bids on both water mains.  The lowest responsible bids were from Universal Asphalt & Excavating as follows:

A. Johnson Street    
$308,891

Engineer’s Estimate:   $314,000

B. Church Street     
$349,924

Engineer’s Estimate:   $325,000
Trustee Schrader asked when the project would begin.  Heitz answered three or four weeks and it is a 60 day contract, with 15 additional days to restore the area.  Trustee Jereb stated that Johnson St. is the biggest issue at this time.  He also asked Heitz if this is the same contractor that replaced the culvert in Senica Manor after the 2013 flood.  Heitz answered yes.  Trustee Jereb then asked if they have done other water main work in the local area.  Heitz stated that they Universal Asphalt had done a water main project in Ladd and they were very happy with the work.  Mr. Rick Maltas then asked if the project could be done in-house by the Maintenance Department.  Mayor Alvarado stated that the Maintenance Department already has a lot to get done.  It was then motioned by Trustee Bernardoni, seconded by Trustee Stewart to award the contract for the replacement of a water main on Johnson St. to Universal Asphalt in an amount not to exceed $308,891.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

IDOT – Eng. Heitz will put together the information on the sewer discharge pipe and provide it to IDOT for their plans for the replacement of the Illinois River Bridge.

Mill St. Design – Heitz is going to Bloomington to look at their downtown streetscape.  He will take pictures to show the Board at the next meeting.

Streetscape – There are remaining open issues with the contractor {Copenhaver} who did the streetscape project.  They are contracted with IDOT, not the Village.  Trustee Jereb stated that he wants the issues resolved before we would have another contractor begin the maintenance of the streetscape.  Heitz will contact IDOT.  

Flood Inspections- Heitz is reviewing the data and when completed, Certified Letters of Assessment will be sent to each of the affected property owners.
