Call to order:  At 7:00 pm the Committee of the Whole Meeting was called to order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance. Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart and Matt Jereb.  Also present were Attorney Herb Klein, Engineer Kevin Heitz and Zoning Enforcement Officer Tom Brown.
Approval of Minutes: It was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to approve the minutes of the October 27, 2009 Committee of the Whole Meeting.

Final construction cost re: Bridge on E. 9th Road: Mr. Jerry Carey appeared before the Village Board regarding the final construction cost of the bridge on e. 9th Road.  The total cost to the Township is $36,987.  The Village initially paid the Township $5,200 toward the project; the Township is now looking for additional funds from the Village to help pay the total billed to the Township.  One option is for the Village to make a payment of approx.  $8,800 per year for 3 years after the Village receives payment from the Township for taxes.  Attorney Klein stated that the Village could enter into an additional Intergovernmental Agreement similar to the current agreement.  If the bridge is not annexed to the Village by 2019, all of the money is paid back from the Township to the Village.  This will be further discussed at the next Board Meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison: Trustee Alvarado gave an update to the Board regarding the Census.  Information will be available in the Utica Library, posted in Church bulletins, and the children from Waltham School will be making posters which will be placed in the windows of local businesses.  Also, she asked the engineer about the status of the Census maps.  He stated Village Clerk Gbur has all of the Ordinances/Annexations ready to be placed on the maps. He will have the maps ready to go by the February Village Board Meeting. 

Finance Liaison: Trustee Jereb addressed the Board regarding the payment schedule on the New Maintenance Truck.  For now, he recommends to keep paying as we have been according to the current payment schedule. Trustee Skoog stated that our Pillow Tax payments have been down; maybe we can consider another payment plan when the Pillow Tax increases.
Trustee Jereb would like to speak with Village Treasurer Ciccone about a possible payment plan for the Maintenance Building.  Clerk Gbur stated that the interest on the Loan is 4% payable each quarter.  Trustee Alvarado would like a statement of revenue; line item for each amount.  Then the Village Board can look at payment plans vs. revenue coming in.  Trustee Jereb will contact Treasurer Ciccone.

It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak to recommend a $50 donation to LP softball/Lady Cavs Camp.

Trustee Jereb recommended not to make a donation toward the Illinois River Scenic Byway Program.  It would be a commitment of $3000 over a 3 year period and at this time the Village has other obligations.
The Ad on the Starved Rock Trolley was discussed.  It is a sign located on the trolley advertising the Village at a cost of $360 for the year.  Further discussion will be held at the Board meeting.

It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak to recommend the radio ad for the Mardi Gras Parade for $99.

Water & Sewer Liaison: Trustee Ron Pawlak stated that he will talk to Sam McNeilly, LaSalle Public Works Director, about the appointment of someone for our place on the Operations Committee for IPWMAN.  He will advise the Board at the next meeting.
Clerk’s Report: Clerk Gbur stated that the minutes of the December 14, 2009 LaSalle County board Meeting were been included in the packet.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Doug Jakse updated the Board on the Municipal Well Project.  He will have more information for the Board meeting.

The handheld unit to read the meters does not work and is obsolete. 

A building for the Grand Bear Lift Station would cost approx. $1500.  President Esmond stated that Doug could call Kreiser to find out about fencing the Lift Station and putting in a gate.

Trustee Alvarado asked Doug about a sign that was located on the corner of Mill and Church St. directing the truck traffic.  The sign is no longer there; can we get another one to put back up so the trucks no not to go down Church St.?  Jakse will check into a new sign for the corner.

Trustee Skoog asked Doug how often Jim Vohs is here and if Doug would be willing to attend school to learn additional information.  Doug would be compensated to do this.

Engineer’s Report:  Village Engineer Heitz stated that he is working on completion of the Study and maps for the Clark Creek Project so that the information can be submitted to NCICG.   The Board would have to adopt the study to be able to go forward and apply for grants.  Trustee Alvarado stated that we would want to move forward with the study so we can get it to NCICG to apply for the grant for the Clark Creek Flooding Project.

Discussion was held regarding the storm water issues in Senica’s Oak Ridge.  The Village has decided that LaSalle will not be allowed to hook into Utica’s sewer.  Barnett is annexed into City of LaSalle.  LaSalle is thinking about taking out Barnett Lane.  They would run their pipe north of that area and all water into the ravine.  

Engineer Heitz stated that IDOT is hosting a Traffic Sign upgrade program.  The Village has applied for a $25,000 grant to use toward the sign upgrade and replacement.  Doug is working on a sign inventory which needs to be finished by February 15, 2010. 

Heitz also stated that the Village may want to look into relocating the water mains on the existing 178.  IDOT will cover some of the costs.  The Village cost could be approx. $50,000 to $60,000. The Village may be responsible for up to $20,000 toward the sidewalk cost which will be approx. 50%.  

Trustee Skoog stated that we should look at moving the lines now instead of waiting for something to happen and tearing up the newly resurfaced road.   Engineer Heitz will put together an exhibit and proposed costs for both roads.  He will also prepare an exhibit for the excess property / right of way.

If the Village can’t trade for a piece of property, then fair market value would be expected. 

Regarding the ITEP Grant, concept plans from Teng need to be approved first and then we formalize our requests to IDOT.  Engineer Heitz asked the Board if they would like matching lights on the new bridge.  The Board agreed, but Heitz stated that they would be at the cost of the Village. The resurfacing should begin in June 2010.

Building Inspector:  Tom Brown gave an update to the Board regarding the Flood Inspections.  Everyone affected has been sent a letter of assessed damages.  The Village now needs to determine a timeframe to complete repairs or raise or teardown the structures.  The Village will need an Ordinance to set completion schedules and proposed violations. Brown stated that 4 of the affected properties would remain above 50% in damages.  If government buy out takes place, then the property could not be anything other than open land from that point on.  Further discussion needs to happen on this subject. 
Village Clerk Gbur will check into Flood Insurance for the Village so that we can get the insurance before the new FEMA flood elevations are set.  Also the Village needs to have demolition permits; the state requires a permit.  This matter will be discussed by the Planning Commission.

Attorney’s Report: Attorney Klein will have an Ordinance to display house addresses available for the Board meeting.  Sterling Codifiers are still reviewing the Ordinances.  They should have them completed soon.  An Ordinance will also be brought to the Board meeting for the purpose of enforcement of vehicles to be moved for snow removal in the Village.  Attorney Klein is looking for a previous Ordinance for the fees for water usage for tapping fire hydrants/filling pools/etc.  

President’s Report:  President Esmond asked about the possibility of getting a storm siren for the downtown area.  Tom Brown stated that there is one at the Ball park and will check on who activates it.
President Esmond stated that Starved Rock is hosting a Tourism Day if anyone is interested.

Esmond stated that there is free fill in Senica Manor that we can use for the new ball park.  Trustee Skoog stated that the Park Board will do anything to help.  They are requesting that the Village co-sponsor the Little League Camp this year.  The cost would be for Janitor and gym rental at a cost up to $150.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend up to $150 to co-sponsor the Little League Camp.
