Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur, Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, and Matt Jereb.  Also present were Engineer Heitz, and Zoning Enforcement Officer Brown.  Absent were Attorney Klein and Trustee Kevin Stewart.

Clerk’s Report:  The Clerk stated that the minutes from the LaSalle County Board Meeting of January 14, 2010 were included in the packet.  President Esmond stated that they do not need to be included, but rather kept on file for review if needed.  They will be kept on file at the Office should anyone want to read them.

Water/Sewer Liaison:  Regarding property located at 313 Florence St, it was decided that the Village will obtain bids to televise the line to see where the water runoff issue may be.
2871 777th Rd., the property is not annexed to the Village and sewer hasn’t been run to that area yet, so the property owner will not be able to hook up to sewer at this time.
2858 N. Rt. 178, it was determined that if the property is annexed into the Village, the owner can hook into sewer at their own expense.

Trustee R. Pawlak gave estimates on the fencing/cover for Grand Bear Lift Station.  It would cost approximately $500 - $600, but further measurements need to be taken.  He and Doug will measure and get back to the Board.

Maintenance:  Public Works Director Jakse was absent however the Well project was discussed by Engineer Heitz.  The Village is currently waiting on sample testing.

Clark Creek Flood Project-  A Federal Appropriation request was filed for the cost of doing the entire project. Engineer Heitz will put together a cost estimate and study to submit to NCICG.  
Canal Corridor Dredging – President Esmond and Engineer Heitz will go to a meeting to discuss the Dredging project. The cost could be between $4,000 - $5,000 to have permit, dredge, take samples etc. 

More information will be given at the next Board Meeting.

A summary was given to the Board about the recent Teng meeting held on 2-17-10 regarding the streetscape project for the new Rt. 178 and the ITEP Grant.  The plans were very nice but the Village can’t do everything so Teng will go back and look at reducing the cost of the project.  A revised plan should be available in a few weeks.  Trustee Skoog asked if there is a possibility to look at resurfacing the downtown with a stamped concrete.  Engineer Heitz stated that they are only offering to overlay the road. The overlay could last 7 – 10 years; the Village may not be able to negotiate the stamped concrete.  We are working with IDOT on conflicts during the construction of the new road. 
Bids for televising certain lines; Hitt St. and Florence St. will be available at the next meeting.

Mr. Larry Good addressed the Board regarding the Radium project and a response to IEPA and the Attorney General for a timeline and schedule of how the Village will correct the issue.  He will write a response based on the Boards’ decision.  Currently we are waiting on the sample testing of the well to see if the numbers are getting better. It will be tested again at the 60 and 90 day marks.   Option A is the project we are currently working on, Option B would be a new well, and Option C would be building a new Treatment Plant.
Attorney’s Report:  Absent

President’s Report:  President’ Esmond spoke about the Enterprise Zone and the Pioneer Expansion.  He would like to know who else signed the agreement.  The Clerk will call Barb Koch IVAC to ask who else signed the agreement.

President Esmond also talked to the Board about the possibility of purchasing a new sign for the Village Hall.  Turn Roth Signs submitted an estimate for a sign with a digital message center.  The Cost would be $26,893 and would require ½ down to start with the balance due upon completion. The Board would like to consider other estimates; President Esmond and Doug Jakse will get additional estimates for the Board to review at the next meeting.  
Trustee Alvarado stated that we still need to consider the cost of getting the water meters repaired, installed and up and running. President Esmond stated that the sign could be paid from Pillow Tax and the TIF money will be used to pay for the well project.

The Board would like Jim Vohs to come to the next meeting to discuss the water meter program and the possible purchase of a new handheld reader and radio read units.

General Discussion of Village Affairs:  Trustee Skoog stated that he has estimates for the fencing/backstop at the ballfield at Neighbor’s Park.  The Estimates would be from $6,800 - $ 7,500 for the lightest weight to the heaviest.

The Utica Little League will do the maintenance and labor on the Ballfield, but would like to have the Village purchase the materials.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to recommend to purchase the materials for the Ballfield at a cost not to exceed $1200.

Zoning Enforcement Officer, Tom Brown, stated that there are two new businesses in the Village; one is a Tattoo Shop on Rt. 178 and one is a Heating & Air shop.  The Clerk will check into whether a business license was applied for and / or issued yet.  The Tattoo Shop would possibly need a variance for a sign for the reason of the setbacks from the road.  

With no other business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned by motion of Trustee M. Pawlak , seconded by Trustee R. Pawlak at 8:45 pm.
