At 7:04 pm the Committee of the Whole Meeting was called to order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur, and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart and Matt Jereb.  Also present were Zoning Officer Tom Brown and Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to approve the minutes from the March 23, 2010 Committee Meeting.

Appearance Request:  Ms. Amy Rogowski addressed the Committee regarding possible sponsorship to a Illinois Teen Institute Conference in the amount of $295.  The conference is a variety of programs that provide education about drug prevention.  It was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Skoog to recommend for approval the sponsorship for Ms. Rogowski in the amount of $295 payable from the Drug Fund.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado updated on the Utica Garden Club and their intent to begin landscaping the new welcome signs in the Village.  They just need the current area leveled and Black dirt hauled in.

Wilson Landscaping – Memorial on Mill Church has been damaged and we are waiting for an estimate of the repairs/replacement and associated costs.

Taste of Utica Event – 8-28-10.  The Utica Bar Association is requesting that the Village contributes toward the parade and associated costs, such as restrooms.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to approve the donation of up to $400 toward the rental of portable restrooms and wash stations.

MINUTES

Discussion was held regarding the DMO Tourism Sponsorship / annual subscription for Trip Advisor participation for the Village.  It was decided that since the Village has a website, there is no further need for participation in another site.

Finance Liaison:  Trustee Jereb discussed the receipts submitted by the Utica Bar Association for the Parades (St. Pat’s / Mardi Gras).  The receipts total $1,246.80 however the earlier approved motion was for an amount not to exceed $1,000.  The Board agreed that the Village would only reimburse $1,000 in keeping with the earlier motion.
Trustee Jereb discussed the IDOT Land Acquisition Funds that the Village will be receiving soon and stated that possibly the funds could be kept separate and used only for project related expenses for the new Rt. 178 construction.  The Board agreed and asked Clerk Gbur to ask Treasurer Bill Ciccone to keep the funds separate. The amount will be approximately $57,600.

The Auditor for the Fiscal Year ending 3-31-10 was discussed.  If they can get the audit completed in a more timely manner, the Village would like to use them again this year.  It will be further discussed at the May Board meeting.  The Auditor used in the past few years is Wilcoxson & Assoc. Trustee Jereb is recommending to the Board that the Village stay with this Auditor   for the Fiscal 2010 Audit and Financial Statements.  

The Committee discussed a donation for Illinois Valley Bldg. Trades Council.  They will recommend to approve the ‘tag day’ being held on June 19, 2010 from 8 – 12pm at 

Rt. 6 & Rt. 178.

It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to recommend for approval the donation to the YMCA YCare Program in the amount of $50.

Clerk’s Report:  Clerk Laurie Gbur stated that the Waltham PTCC is still requesting their back to school event of a movie in the park on 8-21-10.  They will no longer need a rain date in the park because they will use the Waltham North Campus if the weather doesn’t work out for the 21st.

They are also interested in using the concession stand and possibly barricading the road.

It will be placed on the May Board Agenda for final approval.
Clerk Gbur then stated that the Village Hall and Police Dept. need the Floors stripped and resealed, and the rugs need to be cleaned at an estimated cost of $675. The company – Illinois Valley Rug & Floor is the same company that originally did the work 5 years earlier.  It was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend for approval the cleaning of the rugs and floors in the building by Illinois Valley Rug & Floor.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee M. Pawlak stated that discussion should be held regarding MFT Funds and street projects needed within the Village.  Trustee Jereb stated that we need to look at whether we have enough funds to do a program this year.  Engineer Heitz stated that there is a balance of approximately $20,500 in the MFT Funds at this time and it is not a sufficient amount to do the projects that the Village is looking at.  

Trustee Jereb then made the motion, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend to hold off on using the MFT Funds for one year and let the balance grow.

He then asked about at least patching some of the Village streets.  Doug Jakse will try to get some patching done in the next 2 weeks or so.  

Then discussion was held regarding the reflective street signs that have been ordered and a plan for replacing them within the Village.  Doug Jakse will call the county again to make sure there is an accurate listing of the entire community.  Our records indicate only a portion of the town.

Water/Sewer Liaison:  Trustee R. Pawlak stated that Doug Jakse will be getting the estimates for the alarm system for the Lincoln St. Station and the Grand Bear Station.  He will have the information at the May Board meeting.

Discussion was held regarding the billing for water to the Utica fire Protection District. The EPA requires that the Village track water/wastewater.  As a result the Utica Fire Protection District will now be receiving monthly bills for water/sewer.  The Village will be billing for only water usage in the building pertaining to restrooms, the kitchen and the washing machine.  They will not be billed for water to fill the tanks on the Fire trucks. The Board agreed. 

Utility Equipment Co. Invoice- discussion was held regarding an invoice in the amount of 

$10, 179.  The Village disputes that all of the pipe ever arrived at the job site.  Utility Equipment Co. has now agreed to bill only for approx. 2 pallets of pipe however the Board decided that they do not feel comfortable paying that amount for pipe that was not received.  The pipe was signed for as a partial delivery but the quantity was never changed.  The Village will request a further reduction in the invoice.

Maintenance Department:

Black dirt will be placed at the property of Mr. Steve Funfsinn to repair where he replaced the drain tile.

Sonar equipment was used and no leak was found as an issue at the Kissellus property on Wright Dr. 

Atkinson property seems to have water run off.

A ‘slow  -  children playing’ sign will be placed on E. Church St. where many children have been playing.

Ms. Colleen Weiden property would like black dirt to repair where the snow plow went into the yard during the winter season.

The maintenance department has made a list of potholes in the Village roads and will begin the task of filling and patching them.

Well 1 has a check valve leaking so another has been ordered. 

Update on Municipal Well Project – Engineer Heitz  gave an update to the Board; the 2nd test result was only slightly higher than the first which was 5.0.  They are finished pumping and we are now waiting on the results from the 3rd and final sample.  We may need to look at leasing the pump because they would like to otherwise remove their pump and move it to another job site.   Heitz will look into leasing the pump before they remove it and the potential cost to the Village.

Trustee Alvarado then asked about the progress on changing out the incorrectly installed water meters.  Doug Jakse stated that when the new meters come in, they can install and correct at that time.

Doug asked the Board about mowing property now owned by the state as part of the plan for the new Rt. 178 road project.  After much discussion, it was decided that the Village will only mow as necessary to keep up with weeds and maintain a clean look within the community. This would end up to be approximately every 4 weeks or so. 

Engineer’s   Report:  Engineer Kevin Heitz  gave a short summary regarding a meeting with NCICG for the Clark Creek Flooding Project/Grant application process that was held on 4-21-10.

The Village is a candidate for a DCEO Grant.  The limit for the grant is $750,000 and right now the match amount is unclear.  Kevin feels that maybe the Village could revisit the idea of running something in the area behind the businesses to help remedy the flooding issues.
Kevin will get estimates on curbing for around the Village Hall Sign that will be arriving in the next few weeks.  He will try to have them for the Board meeting in May.

Kevin will try to set up a meeting with Mr. Paul Osland to discuss further the FEMA Flood inspection Properties and the new Flood plain maps.  Kevin has the new maps of the proposed changes and it looks like the downtown area has increased the flood plain by 1.2 ft.  FEMA is looking to adopt the new changes in Dec. 2010 and the Village approx. 6 months later in June 2011.

The resurfacing of Rt. 178 will begin in June 2010; the interchange with new ramps off of Hwy. I-80 will also be done at the same time.  IDOT and Teng are in contact now finalizing the streetscape and proposed changes.  Certain aspects of the Streetscape will be done at the same time that the new Rt. 178 will be constructed and finishing work of the Streetscape will be done at a later date.  These finishing items will include benches, landscaping and decorative work.
Engineer Heitz will have the bids for the televising of the water/sewer lines for the next Board meeting in May.  

Regarding the Canal Corridor dredging project, Kevin needs to meet with property owners to discuss areas to deposit the soil.  He will meet with them and advise the Board.

Building / Zoning Officer:  Tom Brown stated that he will be contacting the Ottawa paper to assess the cost of legal publications. The current paper, News Tribune, has been increasing expensive and sometimes the Village pays more for publication than it receives for the petition.  He has also sent a letter to Mr. Terry Cross regarding the nonconforming sign and it will be taken down by May 31, 2010.

Attorney’s Report: None – Attorney Klein not present at the meeting.

President’s Report:  None

General discussion of Village Affairs:

President Esmond stated that the new Ball field needs approx. 20 more loads of black dirt.    Trustee Skoog stated that the Danny Carey Ball Field is looking great this year and the Utica Little League has really been working hard to get it in shape for the season. 
The Committee did not enter into Executive Session and with no further business to discuss, it was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Skoog to adjourn the meeting at
