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MINUTES

At 7:06 pm the meeting of the Committee of the Whole was called to Order by President Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andy Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart and Matt Jereb.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Stewart to approve the minutes of the 4-23-10 meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  

Trustee Alvarado stated that the Utica Garden Club would like to begin their landscaping of the Entry signs.  Black dirt is needed and the area needs to be leveled.  President Esmond stated that the Maintenance Dept. will get the area prepared for the landscaping.

Then Alvarado informed the Board that the Garden Club has spent $84 for the planters along the downtown and provided the labor to fill them; also $80 plus the labor to weed the area near the ballfield.

Finance Liaison:

Trustee Jereb presented the Board with a draft of the proposed Appropriations Budget for 2010 and asked that any comments or suggestions for changes be turned in to him by June 1, 2010.  Each Board Member / Liaison should look at their area and propose any changes they deem necessary prior to the final preparation of the budget.

Donations: 

Donations for the Boy Scouts of America and the Voluntary Action Center
were discussed.  At this time it was decided that the Village will not be making a donation to these organizations.

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:

It was motioned by Trustee M. Pawlak to recommend for approval the Operation Claus Motorcycle Parade, beginning at the corners of Mill St and Church St. on 9-12-10.  The Road will not need to be closed; it will need to be barricaded to thru traffic from 11:00 am until the Parade leaves at approx. 1:00 pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Skoog.

Water & Sewer Liaison:

Trustee R. Pawlak stated that Mr. Hemmelgarn is disputing the charges he was billed for repairs to the asphalt near his property that was damaged when he put in the water line.  The amount of the charges is $757.96.  The Board discussed the damages and after review of the charges and the time that has passed since the account was billed, it was decided to Invoice 

Mr. Hemmelgarn for the entire amount.  A partial payment of $350 was paid by Hemmelgarn on the account.  He will be invoiced for the balance due of $407.96
The water issue for the Renz / Marzetta properties was discussed.  Comcast hit the pipe when repairing the cable.  The estimated is $2,850 to repair /replace the damaged pipe.  Comcast will be contacted to ask if they will cover a portion of the damages.  It was motioned by Trustee R. Pawlak, seconded by Trustee Stewart recommend to repair / replace the tile. The Village will be paying the difference for any additional work or larger pipe.  The homeowners will also be contacted to ask if they would be willing to pay a portion of the bill and the Village will pay the difference.

Estimates were considered for Commercial Meter Installation.  Johns Service and Sales, Inc. submitted an estimate for $105 per hour for 1 person; $89 per hour for the second person.

J. B. Contracting submitted an estimate for $185.05 per hour for 2 people.

Mr. Rehor – 520 N. Division St. – asked the Board about the rusty water he has.  He asked about flushing the Hydrants again or what else could be done to solve the problem.  Public Works Director Doug Jakse will check the valves and flush the hydrants again to see if that solves the problem.  

Trustee Alvarado stated that there are other areas of town where the water smells.  Johnson St. and Wahsington; also areas of Grove and Church St.  Jakse will flush the hydrants again.

Maintenance Report:

Municipal Well – results will be in within another couple of weeks.  So far it seems like we are in compliance.

EPA – will be doing their walk through soon.  

Engineer Heitz stated that we may be able to salvage the well and that the capacity is still pretty good.  Ted Powell’s final report on the Well project will arrive at the end of June.  We could possibly lease the pump for up to a year and the samples would be taken every 3 months to determine if this worked and to decide how the Village should proceed.
It was recommended to approve tree trimming by Korti for up to $750.  The motion was made by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak.

Kissellus Property was inspected to determine where the water run off issue was coming from.  Tree roots got into the lines and had to be removed.  The pipe was replaced with PVC and the tree roots shouldn’t be an issue now.

It was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee Skoog to recommend for approval the repair/replacement of the guard rail on the little bridge on Grove St. at a cost not to exceed $1,980.

Engineers Report:

There is an area on 2856th road that needs repair.  The gutter is washing out on the south side.  It is approx. 275 ft on each side of the road that needs repair / replacement.  Heitz will get estimates on the project and advise at the next Board Meeting.

Heitz updated the Board on the IDOT Rt. 178 project.  A property on Church St. needs to put up a new garage.  Theirs is being taken by IDOT through eminent domain and they need to determine the placement of the new garage and where they will be able to access the driveway.  The Board discussed the issue and would like Heitz to convey to IDOT that the Village would prefer the driveway be placed off of Church St.  The property owner (Guerrero) would like the access to be directly on to the new Rt. 178.  The Board feels this would be too congested and the traffic would be moving at too fast a pace in that area for a driveway to be safely placed there.  
Teng is submitting plans to the State and the lighting plans are being submitted to Springfield for review.  

Bids for the televising and cleaning of the water/sewer lines in the Village were discussed.  The bids were opened earlier that day, and the lowest bid was submitted by Illinois Valley Excavating at a cost of $ 13,806.25.

It was recommended to approve the bid at a cost not to exceed $ 13,806.25. It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend the approval of the bid.

Rothrock – Engineer Heitz still needs to meet with Mr. Rothrock and then the boring will take place to extend sewer to his property.

Heitz stated that the sign base is in and the curb will be in soon as well.  The new Village Hall sign is scheduled to be set during the next week.

Clark Run Creek Project – Heitz will modify the maps and get the study to the Board for their review.

There is not an Energy Efficiency Project that can be considered for a grant from NCICG at this time.

There is a couple that is looking to put up a building on Division St. for the purpose of opening a consignment/antique shop.  They would also like to live upstairs.  The property would have to be zoned commercial and the site plans submitted.  Kevin will advise them to submit the information to the Clerk for publishing for a Public Hearing in front of the Planning Commission. 

Trustee Skoog asked Heitz if he is aware of what is happening with the Ramos Property.  The property was already approved for the house to be torn down and an elevated home to be put in its’ place however, nothing is happening.
Heitz will contact the owner and check.

Building Inspector:

Tom Brown stated that he submitted a legal ad to the Ottawa Daily Times for an estimate.  The publishing would be approx ½ the cost of what we are currently paying to the News Tribune.  The Board will consider changing the legal publishing to the Daily Times for a cost savings.

Brown also stated that he had spoken with Dorelle Denman, owner of the Willows, regarding moving her sign temporarily while the Rt. 178 project takes place.  She would like to put the sign further south on her property.  Brown looked at the area and feels that it would not create any conflict.  When the road project is completed, she is going to move the sign back to its’ original placement.  She will have 90 days to put the sign back once the road is completed and we notify her.

Brown sent out the 2nd notices on some of the flood affected properties.  Some are considering the government buy out, and others are tearing down the building themselves.  He has provided a deadline in the notice that states that the property owner has to respond within a defined time period or the Village will have no choice but to begin condemnation.
President’s Report:

It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend for approval the ad for the Fireworks at a cost not to exceed $75.
