At 7:03 pm, the meeting of the Committee of the Whole was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Gloria Alvarado, Andrew Skoog, Ron Pawlak, Mary Pawlak, Kevin Stewart and Matt Jereb.  Also present at the meeting were Village Engineer Kevin Heitz, Zoning Enforcement Officer Tom Brown and Public Works Director Doug Jakse.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to approve the minutes of the 8-24-10 meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado spoke about the consideration of photographs for display at the Village Hall. Clerk’s Report:  Village Clerk Laurie Gbur asked the Board would to determine the hours for the Trick or Treat this year.  It was motioned by Trustee Stewart, seconded by Trustee M. Pawlak to recommend approval of the Trick or Treat hours as follows:

Discussion was then held regarding the Canal Connection/Starved Rock Runners Race being held on 11-7-10.  It will be held on the same day as the Veteran’s Day Parade and approx. 600 runners are expected.  The event registration begins at 8:30 am at the Waltham South School Campus and runners are then transported to the starting point of the race.  The race ends in Utica at approx. 12:30 pm followed by a short awards presentation.  Issues with parking were discussed.  Permission from property owners and the Northern Co-op will be requested for the parking needed and the item will be further discussed at the Board meeting on 10-13-10.  The Board feels this is a wonderful event and informed the Chairman of the Canal Connection, Mr. John Bastuck, that the Village will do everything possible to accommodate the event.
Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Andrew Skoog stated that the Neighbor’s Park Ball Field has grass growing already.  The infield will need to be built up when the grass becomes a little thicker.  Donations are being made to cover the cost of fencing and other materials needed for the new Ball Field.  

Trustee Alvarado stated that she has been told numerous times that the Park restrooms at Carey Memorial Park are not being cleaned or unlocked for public use.  Public Works Director Jakse stated that they are being cleaned and unlocked on a daily basis.  

Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison: None

Water/Sewer Liaison:  Trustee R. Pawlak stated that the Village has been successful in collecting revenue from delinquent accounts.  The Village is also using Promissory Notes.  However, there are a few that remain delinquent but the shut off can’t be located.  What options does the Village have?  President Esmond stated that the Village can dig in the right of way in an attempt to locate the shut off.  Further discussion will take place at the next meeting with the Village Attorney.  

Trustee R. Pawlak also stated that the Village has sent letters to all those residents who would like to be exempt from billing for trash disposal.  They have to sign the request and send it back to the Village office along with supporting documentation showing that they are able to dispose of their trash elsewhere.  Without the documentation the Village will bill for trash disposal.

He then stated that the Village may want to consider purchasing new faucets for the park restrooms.  Push faucets would save on water and not be left on to run when no one is there. 
Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Stewart stated that Police Chief Mark Wren was unable to attend the meeting.  There was discussion regarding the new squad car.  Trustee Stewart stated that the use of the car, along with any other Police vehicles and equipment, should be left to the discretion of the Police Chief.  He should have the authority to make those decisions.  Chief Wren would like to attend a meeting so that he can answer any questions.  He will be asked to attend the October Board Meeting.

Trustee Stewart also stated that Chief Wren has hired two additional officers.  Additional Police staffing will be needed for the upcoming Burgoo Festival.  Those additional Officers will need to be paid at a special rate for the event.  The Board agreed that additional staffing could be utilized to cover the event.
Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Jakse provided an update on open issues in the Maintenance Department.  

JB Contracting will be installing the remaining meters.  

Jakse is looking into auto dialers for the lift stations on Lincoln St. and Grand Bear.

The low water pressure issue in Ridge View subdivision is fixed.  A valve was not opened completely after a break was repaired.  It is open now. 

Fire Hydrants can’t all be flushed because of the Well issue.  Some sections can be done, but not the entire system.  

In the new Water Tower, there is standing water in the sump drain.  This needs to be addressed before winter.  

Road patching is being completed.

The Village should consider purchasing a salt storage cover before winter.

Trustee Alvarado asked about the broken fire hydrant by the Post Office.  Jakse stated that it should be repaired within a day or so.  
Engineer Heitz stated that he and Doug can investigate the water leak at the new tower as well as the sump drain.  They will get together to discuss any issues with the tower and to look at raising the water level. 

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz stated that the map is done and just needs to be sent to NCICG for the grant application for the Clark Creek Storm Drainage Project.

Heitz then stated that he is hoping an agreement can be worked out regarding the depositing of spoils for the Canal Corridor dredging project.  It is subject to environmental tests.

The televising of the sewer lines will begin soon.  The contractor had some issues with their equipment, but hopes to have the issue resolved in a week or two.

Municipal Well- There has been no word yet, from the EPA regarding the Village being issued a permit to put the Well back in service.  The Village will continue to rent the equipment for $750 per month, and an agreement will be entered into between the Village and Municipal Well.

Heitz is also working on another easement for the Village to place another Entry sign.

Rothrock boring will begin soon.  Heitz will meet with the property owner to discuss the project.

Woodland Ct. boring – the resident was approached about paying something toward the cost of the project; we are waiting for an answer. 

Curb estimates- Heitz suggested the Village wait for another project to come up so that it can be done all at one time for a potential cost savings.

IDOT- plans have been submitted for the new construction and relocate of Rt. 178.  The Village will need to review the proposed costs that will be incurred during the project.  It will be further discussed at the October Board Meeting. Costs will include:  sidewalks and water main relocation.  It could be estimated between $470,000 and $550,700 including the ITEP Grant.
Heitz will set up a meeting with IDOT to review the plans and discuss the costs.
Building/Zoning Officer Report:  Tom Brown updated the Board on open issues.

A resident in Senica Manor has been given 7 days to get a permit to put their garage in place on the property.  

Letters have been sent out to 3 property owners for pools that were put up with no fence. 

On the southeast corner of Rt. 6 and Rt. 178, the property owner has stated that he will take down all political signs and clean up the corner.  The signs were put up without his knowledge or permission.  

Brown also thanked the Village for the use of the Barricades on the empty lot located on Mill St. for the Utica Fire Departments’ use for Training.  The Training went well and included both Fire and EMS personnel from Utica, as well as members from departments in the surrounding communities.

Attorney’s Report:  None

President’s Report:  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Stewart to recommend approval of the radio ads for the Car Cruise and Burgoo events on October 9 and 10, 2010 for a cost not to exceed $150 for both ads.
