Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that we will have to wait until spring to install fencing at the Neighbor’s Park Ball field. Heitz stated that he had left messages, however he had not been contacted yet.

Maintenance Department:  Employee Curt Spayer attended the meeting.  He and the Board addressed the open issues in the department regarding the following items: 

Cleaning of catch basins, status of the auto dial systems, salt and a possible storage cover; gutters at the Village Hall, and water issues on Johnson and Washington Streets.  Also, they discussed snow plow drivers for the season.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz spoke about Municipal Well and the status of Well #2. He stated that we are still waiting for an answer from the EPA for a permit to put the well back in service.  Until then, we are hoping to pump the well to waste and continue to take samples.

Water Tower Leak – J B Contracting is getting parts to repair the leak and the aviation light.  Trustee R. Pawlak asked about the pipes freezing in the tower.  Heitz replied that there is Heat tape on the pipes to keep them from freezing. 

Illinois Valley Excavating is 70% complete with the televising of the sewer lines in the Village.

IDOT/Rt. 178 – bids are out for the project.  Once the bids are in, IDOT will award the project and the Village will know the amount of the project and the Village’s share.  

Easement for Entry sign- Lafarge has not gotten back to Engineer Heitz yet.
