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MINUTES
At 7:02 pm the Committee of the Whole meeting was called to Order by Village President Fred Esmond who then led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present at the meeting was President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Matt Jereb, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado, Andy Skoog and Ron Pawlak.  Also present at the meeting was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz, Zoning Enforcement Officer Tom Brown and Public Works Director Curt Spayer.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the Minutes of the May 24, 2011 meeting.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado stated that the Village had received requests to participate in two Parades.  Lostant is having their 150th anniversary and the Utica American Legion will be hosting their annual Veteran’s Day Parade.  The Village discussed having a car in the Veteran’s Day Parade and will decide at the upcoming July Board meeting.

Finance Liaison:  Trustee Jereb stated that the Auditor is in need of the donated items and their respective amounts for the Village’s Insurance and to complete the annual Fiscal audit.  Trustee Skoog, Park and Recreation Liaison, stated that there will be an end of season meeting with the Utica Little League for discussion on various matters.  He will find out the information on the donations and present to the Board.

Donations:  Trustee Jereb spoke about the donation requests the Village had received.

IVAC 100th Anniversary donation – none recommended

Horizon House donation- It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Skoog to recommend a donation in the amount of $50 to Horizon House for the Road to Independence Campaign.

Clerk’s Report:  Village Clerk Gbur stated that the Village Hall/Police Department is still experiencing issues with the Heating/Cooling system in the building.  The air and the heat are sometimes working at the same time and the temperature fluctuates by several degrees.  The issues with the system have been reviewed by John’s Service and Sales, Oglesby, and yet nothing has seemed to correct the problems.  The Village continues to have issues with the system and the cost of the service calls and parts have been considerable.  Trustee Skoog will contact John’s to discuss the matter.

The Clerk then stated that there are also ongoing issues with the Office copier and she would like to obtain estimates to repair or replace the machine.  The Board agreed.

President Esmond then stated that a request was received from the Ottawa Lions Club to advertise in the program celebrating their 75 years of service.  It was motioned by Trustee Jereb, seconded by Trustee Bimm to recommend a ½ page ad in the Program in the amount of $25.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that now that the Little League Season is finished, the Maintenance Department can repair the leaking pipe in the outfield at Carey Park.  After the repair is made, the landscaper will come in and reseed the area.
Streets, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm stated that she has recorded lights in the Village that are not working properly.  Some of the lights stay on all of the time and some don’t come on at all.  The affected street lights have been faxed to Ameren for repair and to date the Village has not heard anything back from them.  

Trustee Bimm then spoke about a dog bite incident in the Village.  Discussion was held regarding the incident, the Pit bull that was involved and suggestions to tighten up the Animal Control Ordinance to give more options to local law enforcement.  

Mr. John Bottomley, a resident on Lincoln St. stated that he has a Pit bull located across the street.  It got loose and came on to his property near his 3 year old grandchild.  
The dog was very strong and Bottomley had a hard time keeping the animal from the child and returning it to its’ owner.  

Regarding the dog bite incident, Chief Wren stated that the dog had been taken to the Vet and would be temporarily confined.  A resident in that neighborhood had been dog sitting for a friend when the dog went through a screen door after the man who was riding a lawn mower.

Chief Wren will work with Attorney Klein to come up with some options for an Ordinance to address these situations.  It was motioned by Trustee Bimm, seconded by Trustee Skoog to authorize Attorney Klein to research the Animal Control Ordinance.

Water/Sewer Liaison:  Trustee Pawlak stated that the city of Ottawa had offered again this year to distribute larvacide into the catch basins in the Village to aid in mosquito control.  The cost would be $200.  The larvacide was free last year however, the cost would be $657 - $801 for the product this year.  The Board discussed the matter and decided that the Village would not participate in the program this year.

President Esmond then spoke about property located on Wright Drive that is experiencing water runoff issues.  Trustee Pawlak looked at the property owned by Wolfe and thought it may be coming from a sump pump draining into a tile that is affected by the roots from a large tree.  President Esmond will look up the plans for the subdivision to see if there is any farm tile in that area and advise the Board at the next meeting.

Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader stated that the #992  K-9 Squad had to be repaired because the transmission was slipping.  The estimates received were from Baldin’s in the amount of $1,910.99 and Gregg’s Automotive in the amount of $2,455.00.  The warranties were 12 months/12,000 miles from Baldin’s and 18 months/100,000 miles from Gregg’s.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Schrader to recommend approval of the estimate from Gregg’s Automotive in the amount of $2,455.00.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director Curt Spayer presented an estimate for the purchase of a 2007 Elgin Street Sweeper from Standard Equipment Company.  The sweeper in used, although it is completely renovated prior to purchase, by the replacement of worn parts.  The cost would be approximately $136,500, with the Village receiving $100,000 as a donation from Unimin Corporation.  The Board would like to request a lower cost, but will authorize Spayer to negotiate up to the amount of $136,500.  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to authorize Spayer to negotiate and subsequently purchase the sweeper.  It was recommended by a roll call vote of:

Spayer will also be obtaining estimates for a salt storage shed for the upcoming winter snow season.  The size will be approx. 30’ X 40’ and it will have cement walls and a roof.  

Trustee Alvarado then asked Spayer about the odor of sulfur in the downtown water.  Spayer stated that there will soon be a city wide hydrant flushing and that should help with the odor.  

Engineer’s Report:  Village Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing issues and projects in the Village:

IDOT/Rt. 178- the Lincoln St. extension should be completed soon and traffic will be moved after the railroad crossing on Mill St. is repaired.  There were a few delays in the contractors schedule as a result of water main tap on delays in the Village.  They would like to be compensated at a total cost of $5,278.24.  The State proposes that the Village approve the cost and it is put in the current repayment plan with the other road project costs.  Trustee Jereb would like to review the items.  He asked if there were other items that the contractor could’ve been working on during those incidences.  Engineer Heitz stated that the contractor provided the documentation to IDOT and they were subsequently approve and passed on to the Village for Board approval.  Jereb will review the documents prior to the next meeting.

MFT/Non-MFT project- There was $4,243 allocated to the Village’s MFT as a result of additional funds from the State which will increase the MFT amount that the Village has for the road project.  Bids were received for such on June 21, 2011 as follows:

Low Bidder for both was Advanced Asphalt with a total of:  $177,377.75

IDOT would also like the Village to allocate an additional approx. $38,000 for repairs to Mill St. once the detour is complete.  Trustee Jereb stated that the Village needs to document the condition of the road before and after the detour to determine the Village’s responsibility vs. IDOT’s responsibility for the repairs.

Heitz then presented the Board with a document outlining a project for additional sidewalk work on Washington St.  The estimate for such would be approx. $12,500.  Wozniak is still

under contract with the Village from the previous sidewalk project on Hallet Rd.  Heitz will contact him to get a final estimate for Washington St.

A property on Florence Drive, Oak Bluff Estates, has been experiencing water runoff issues.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend televising the area south of Hallet Rd. to determine the issue.

Heitz is reviewing the report and invoices for the other televising done in the Village by Illinois Valley Excavating and will provide an update to the Board at the next meeting.

Well – Heitz, Larry Goode, Spayer and Attorney Klein will review the status of the paperwork to try to get a permit to put the well back online.  

A permit will also be applied for to obtain the use of Phosphate in the water system to aid in rust, hardness and odor.

Heitz stated that he will speak with Spayer regarding placement of the new Entry sign on Rt. 6.

Reitgraf property – the property is not annexed into the Village therefore, the matter of the debris on the property and the subsequent water run off would be between the property owners being adversely affected.

Rothrock – the survey of the property is completed and now the lines just need to be located so the boring can be done.  Then they will be able to hook up to sewer.

Zoning Enforcement Officer: Tom Brown stated that the permits for Unimin and Northern Partners are completed.  He had to purchase a new printer to finish the documents at a cost of $107.

Public Comment:  Becky Picatto requested waiving of her Vendor Permit Fee for the 2011 Season.  She feels that since they allow other election signs, etc. to be placed on their property, she would like to be grandfathered in and have the fee of $100 waived.  The Board will consider into the matter.
