Present at the meeting were President Esmond, Village Clerk Laurie Gbur and Trustees Shelba Bimm, Jim Schrader, Gloria Alvarado, Andy Skoog and Ron Pawlak.  Trustee Matt Jereb was absent from the meeting.  Also present was Village Engineer Kevin Heitz.

Approval of Minutes:  It was motioned by Trustee Alvarado, seconded by Trustee Skoog to approve the minutes of the 7-26-11 meeting.

Appearance Request:  Gerard Beach, Foothills Organics, spoke to the Board about the organization of a Green Fete’ Festival in the Village.  It would be held on 10-08-11 on Church St. from Mill St. to Vine St. and would have approx. 40 Vendors, various speakers and children’s entertainment.  The event would be held from 12-6 pm.  The Village also discussed the event Insurance.  The addition to the Special Event Policy would be $197.  It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Alvarado to recommend approval of the Insurance reimbursement to Special Events for the addition of Green Fete’ Festival to their policy at a cost of $197 for the day.

Governmental Affairs Liaison:  Trustee Alvarado introduced Bill Ciccone, Vice-President of the Utica Business Association.  Ciccone stated that the Utica Business Association would like the Board to consider funding their Insurance for upcoming events as it does for the Special Events Policy.  They are currently discussing future events and will present them, along with a proposed cost of insurance for the events at a future Village meeting.  The Clerk will provide Ciccone with information on the Special Events current policy to aid in their review of options for an insurance policy for the Utica Business Association.  Ciccone also asked if the Village Board would consider a donation to help fund the association’s start up costs and their promotion of the organization and activities.  Trustee Skoog stated that the Association could consider charging an annual fee or dues for those taking part in the organization.

 The Association is also requesting the Village Sign Ordinance to be reviewed with the Planning Commission.  The Clerk advised Ciccone that the next Planning Commission Agenda available would be on October 6, 2011. 
Finance Liaison:  Trustee Jereb was not present at the meeting therefore the item regarding project delays for IDOT/Rt. 178 Realignment will be on the September 14, 2011 Board Meeting Agenda. 
Regarding the Treasurer’s Report for the 2011 Fiscal year, Clerk Gbur explained the report and the changes being made.  It will be reviewed and placed on the Sept. 14, 2011 Board Agenda.

Clerk’s Report: Clerk Gbur spoke to the Board about estimates to purchase a new copier for the Village Hall Office.  The current model has been having several issues and has become obsolete. The purchase of a new unit from Illinois Valley Business Equipment would be approx. $5,278.24 after the trade-in credit on the current unit of $3,100. There would also be a charge to network the new machine to the office computer system for scanning capabilities.  It would be approx. $250.  The new machine will have a maintenance agreement, prorated to allow for a credit on the agreement recently paid.  It would include toner at no charge, and would allow for 24,000 copies, which is what the current unit has been printing. It was motioned by Trustee Skoog, seconded by Trustee Pawlak to recommend approval of the new copier.

Park & Recreation Liaison:  Trustee Skoog stated that he is still waiting on the Utica Little League to gather the information regarding donations and expenditures for the Neighbor’s Park practice ball field.  He will have the information at the next Board meeting.

Street, Lights & Alleys Liaison:  Trustee Bimm stated that all of the street lights in the Village, with the exception of two, are repaired and working.  She will work on finding out information on the remaining two lights so they can be repaired.

She then spoke about the MFT/Non-MFT street program in the Village.  Engineer Heitz stated that the project should begin approx. Oct. 1, 2011.
Water & Sewer Liaison:  Trustee Pawlak inquired about the progress of putting Well 2 back online.  President Esmond stated that they are trying to set up a conference call with EPA to talk about the matter.  The Village is hoping to gain written permission to place the Well back online for all emergencies.

Police Department Liaison:  Trustee Schrader stated that he would like the Board to consider the special rate of pay for all Officers for all Special Events in the Village such as Burgoo, Veteran’s Day and other Parades, etc.  The Village would need additional Police to staff those events.  It will be reviewed at the Sept. Board meeting.

Schrader also stated that the Department is interested in purchasing a Radar Trailer for the purpose of deterring speeding in the Village in areas such as near the school and on Hallet Road.  It also has the ability to keep statistics regarding how many people are speeding in an area.  The cost for the proposed trailer is $3,849.  It was motioned by Trustee Schrader, seconded by Trustee Bimm to recommend the purchase of a Radar Trailer for the Police Department in the amount of $3,849.

Maintenance Department:  Public Works Director, Curt Spayer stated that he is still waiting on estimates for building a salt shed.  He hopes to have estimates for the shed and for salt for the winter 2011/2012 season for the next meeting.

Engineer’s Report:  Engineer Heitz provided an update of ongoing projects in the Village.

IDOT/Rt. 178 – The project is going well.  They are hoping to have the bridges being set in the next week.  The Railroad crossing should also have the signals in place soon. Trustee Alvarado asked Heitz about the possibility of placing stamped concrete in the planters along the road instead of planting / landscaping which would require ongoing maintenance.  Heitz will check into this.  

Phospate Permits – should be ready to submit in the next week.

Illinois Valley Excavating- Heitz will contact them to determine when they will be back in the area to complete the work and televise the area on Hallet Rd.  

Regarding a ramp being considered for behind Duffy’s, Heitz and Trustee Schrader will meet with the owner to further discuss the matter.
Building/Zoning Officer:  Tom Brown stated that there will be a Planning Commission meeting in October to review a Petition for a variance to extend the kitchen facility at Country Cupboard Ice Cream Shop.

Attorney’s Report:  Absent; items will be moved to Board Agenda for Sept. meeting.

Trustee Reports:  

Trustee Skoog stated that Joe Harmon would like to place a sign on Rt. 6 & Rt. 178 to direct people to his pumpkin patch for the fall season.  After some discussion, the Village Board agreed to allow him to apply for a Vendor Permit which allows a sign, and place a truck with the pumpkins at the intersection.  He can use the sign to direct people to his pumpkin patch. He will be charged $50 for the permit.
